NRS Race and Ethnicity Reporting Changes for 2010-11
	New Standards for Collecting and Reporting Race and Ethnicity Data for the NRS

	The U.S. Department of Education (USDOE) released new standards for collecting and reporting race and ethnicity data beginning July 1, 2010.  


	Collecting and Reporting Race and Ethnicity Data

	Race and ethnicity data collection and reporting requirements changed as follows, creating a clear separation of race and Hispanic/Latino ethnicity:
· Hispanic/Latino is considered an ethnicity instead of a racial group. 
· Participants must first self-identify their Ethnicity as Hispanic/Latino or not Hispanic/Latino, regardless of their racial background. Participants selecting Hispanic/Latino will only be reported to USDOE as “Hispanic/Latino of any race.”  Participants who do not self-identify as Hispanic/Latino ethnicity will be in other racial categories for federal reporting.
· Adult education participants have the opportunity to select more than one race with which they identify.  Participants self-identifying as belonging to multiple races will be reported to USDOE using a new reporting category of “Two or More Races”.
The following four examples demonstrate how data will be reported to USDOE using the new standards in light of the additional reporting category:
◆◆ Example 1: A participant self-identifies as Hispanic/Latino ethnicity, and as Asian for the race. This participant will be reported to USDOE only in the Hispanic/Latino category.

◆◆ Example 2: A participant self-identifies as Hispanic/Latino ethnicity, and as Asian and Black or African American for the race. This participant will be reported to USDOE only in the Hispanic/Latino category.

◆◆ Example 3: A participant self-identifies as non‑Hispanic/Latino ethnicity, and as Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander for the race. This participant will be reported to USDOE in the Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander category.

◆◆ Example 4: A participant self-identifies as non‑Hispanic/Latino ethnicity, and as American Indian or Alaska Native and White for the race. This participant will be reported to USDOE in the Two or More Races category.



	Revised Definitions for Race and Ethnicity

	Definitions for a number of reporting categories have also been revised.  The chart below shows a comparison of the existing and new reporting categories and their definitions.

A response is required for both Ethnicity and Racial Group:  

· Ethnicity – Hispanic/Latino:  Participant must respond by selecting either Yes or No 

· Racial Groups:  Participant must select one or more racial groups with which he/she identifies.

2. MAERS reports will be modified as follows:

NRS Tables

NRS Tables 1, 2 and 12 include a new column titled, “Two or More Races”.  A participant that selected more than one racial group on the enrollment screen will be reported in this column.  Hispanic/Latino ethnicity will remain as a separate column, which will include participants that self-identify as Hispanic/Latino ethnicity on the enrollment screen.  

Non-NRS Tables

Reports other than the NRS Tables will report Hispanic/Latino ethnicity separately, and all racial groups selected on the enrollment screen will be reported separately.  Example:  If a participant selected more than one racial group on the enrollment screen, the participant will be reported once in each of the racial groups selected.

3. Conversion of current 2010-11 ethnicity/race data entered into MAERS:

Ethnicity/race data already entered into MAERS for 2010-11 will automatically be converted to the new ethnicity and racial group format as follows:

· All 2010-11 participant records in MAERS with Hispanic/Latino selected for the race group will automatically be converted to YES for the new Hispanic/Latino ethnicity with “White” selected as the racial group.

· All 2010-11 participant records in MAERS that did not select Hispanic/Latino for the race group will automatically be converted to NO for the new Hispanic/Latino ethnicity and the current Race Group selected will remain the same.

	Impact on the DELEG Adult Learning Plan

Definitions of Reporting Categories Using USDOE’s New Standards (Effective July 1, 2010) �

American Indian or Alaskan Native—A person who has origins in any of the original peoples of North America and who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition. �
American Indian or Alaska Native—A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North and South America (including Central America), and who maintains a tribal affiliation or community attachment. �
�
Asian—A person who has origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, or the Indian subcontinent (e.g., China, India, Japan, and Korea). �
Asian—A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, or the Indian subcontinent, including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam. �
�
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander—A person who has origins as a native of the Hawaiian Islands or the other islands of the Pacific, such as the Philippine Islands and Samoa. �
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander—A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands. �

Black or African�American—A person who has origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa but not of Hispanic culture or origin. �
Black or African American—A person having origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa. �
�
Hispanic or Latino—A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race. �
Hispanic/Latino of any race (Ethnicity) —A person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race. The term “Spanish origin’’ can be used in addition to “Hispanic/Latino or Latino.’’ �

White—A person who has origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East but not of Hispanic culture or origin. �
White—A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa. �

Two or more races—A person having origins in two or more race categories and not Hispanic/Latino. �
