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2010-2011 INFLUENZA SEASON

FLU VACCINE FINDER LAUNCHED

For the second year in a row Google in partnership with
Health and Human Services (HHS) launched a seasonal flu
vaccine finder on its Flu.gov web site. The Google mapping
feature asks users to enter a zip code, and it then identifies
nearby locations that offer flu shots. When users click on a
specific map location, they get more details such as hours,
dates, and cost, when available, as well as contact
information for the site offering the shots. If you are a
healthcare provider and would like more information on how
to enter doses you have available into the flu finder, visit
our website here.

INFLUENZA VACCINE UPDATES FOR 2010-2011

An HHS webcast discussing the 2010-11 flu season aired on
September 28. Experts feel that “this year scientists know
what's coming, and we have plenty of vaccine." According to
a Sep 24 estimate from the US Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC), as of Sep 17, about 89 million doses
of seasonal flu vaccine have been distributed, and
manufacturers project they will produce 160 million to 165
million total doses for the upcoming season.

REMINDER: ALL DOSES OF 2009 HIN1

INFLUENZA VACCINE HAVE EXPIRED

The following was posted in IAC Express this week:
“All doses of monovalent 2009 H1N1 influenza vaccine
expired on or before September 15, 2010, regardless
of the date on the label, and should no longer be
administered. Patients should now be receiving 2010-
11 seasonal influenza vaccine, which protects against
the pandemic 2009 H1N1 strain as well as two
additional strains of influenza.”

Virus. Resistance to three antiviral drugs was
detected in 2009 H1N1 influenza virus collected from
a 5-year-old boy in the Netherlands who died earlier
this year from a combination of leukemia and
multiple infections.
