Section 404: (1) Not later than May 31 of the current fiscal year, the department shall provide a report on the
community mental health services programs to the members of the house and senate appropriations
subcommittees on community health, the house and senate fiscal agencies, and the state budget director that
includes the information required by this section. (2) The report shall contain information for each CMHSP or PIHP
and a statewide summary, each of which shall include at least the following information: (a) A demographic
description of service recipients which, minimally, shall include reimbursement eligibility, client population, age,
ethnicity, housing arrangements, and diagnosis. (b) Per capita expenditures by client population group. (c)
Financial information that, minimally, includes a description of funding authorized; expenditures by client group and
fund source; and cost information by service category, including administration. Service category includes all
department-approved services. (d) Data describing service outcomes that includes, but is not limited to, an
evaluation of consumer satisfaction, consumer choice, and quality of life concerns including, but not limited to,
housing and employment. (e) Information about access to community mental health services programs that
includes, but is not limited to, the following: (i) The number of people receiving requested services. (ii) The
number of people who requested services but did not receive services. (f) The number of second opinions
requested under the code and the determination of any appeals. (g) An analysis of information provided by
CMHSPs in response to the needs assessment requirements of the mental health code, 1974 PA 258, MCL 330.1001
to 330.2106, including information about the number of persons in the service delivery system who have requested
and are clinically appropriate for different services. (h) Lapses and carryforwards during the immediately preceding
fiscal year for CMHSPs or PIHPs. (i) Information about contracts for mental health services entered into by CMHSPs
or PIHPs with providers, including, but not limited to, all of the following: (i) The amount of the contract, organized
by type of service provided. (ii) Payment rates, organized by the type of service provided. (iii)) Administrative costs
for services provided to CMHSPs or PIHPs. (j) Information on the community mental health Medicaid managed care
program, including, but not limited to, both of the following: (i) Expenditures by each CMHSP or PIHP organized by
Medicaid eligibility group, including per eligible individual expenditure averages. (ii) Performance indicator
information required to be submitted to the department in the contracts with CMHSPs or PIHPs. (k) An estimate of
the number of direct care workers in local residential settings and paraprofessional and other nonprofessional direct
care workers in settings where skill building, community living supports and training, and personal care services are
provided by CMHSPs and PIHPs as of September 30 of the prior fiscal year employed directly or through contracts
with provider organizations. (3) The department shall include data reporting requirements listed in subsection (2)
in the annual contract with each individual CMHSP or PIHP. (4) The department shall take all reasonable actions to
ensure that the data required are complete and consistent among all CMHSPs or PIHPs.

Section 404(2)(a, b) requires a report containing information for each Community Mental
Health Services Program (CMHSP) or Specialty Prepaid Health Plan (PIHP) with a
statewide summary; such a report will give a demographic description of service recipients,
including, reimbursement eligibility, client population groups, age, ethnicity, housing
arrangements and diagnosis, and per capita expenditures per client population group. This
information is provided in the attached document for persons with mental illness (Ml),
developmental disabilities (DD), dual diagnosis (Ml & DD) and substance abuse for each
CMHSP or PIHP, as well as statewide.

Information to address these sections is current as of April 2011, from all 46 CMHSP programs
for the reporting period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010. In FY 2010, there were
180,411 persons with MI, 28,095 persons with DD, 12,100 persons with Ml & DD, 1,195 persons
who received substance abuse services only, and 6,414 persons for whom diagnosis is unknown,
for a total 228,215 persons who received services in CMHSPs or PIHPs throughout Michigan. Of
those individuals with MI, 39,507 (22 percent) are 17 years or under and 5,770 (21 percent) of the
persons with DD are 17 years or younger. Of those persons for whom race or ethnicity are
reported, 72,154 (34 percent) are members of a minority group. The total costs reported across
the 46 CMHSPs for FY 2010 was $2,356,745,058. The attached material provides cost
information by CMHSP for adults and children with MI, and persons with DD. This section also
provides cost information on administration, indirect prevention, substance abuse services
provided to consumers who do not have a mental illness or a developmental disability, as well as
other additional costs like lab and pharmacy services and grant-funded services.

Section 404(2)(c) requires financial information that includes a description of funding
authorized, expenditures by client group and fund sources, and cost information by service
category including administration. Information to address this section was obtained in
March 2011, from all 46 CMHSPs for the period October 1, 2009 through September 30,
2010. The attached report provides a summary of the costs specific groups of services for adults
and children with MI, and persons with DD for each CMHSP, as well as statewide.

Section 404(2)(d) requires the reporting of data describing service outcomes which shall
include, but not be limited to, an evaluation of consumer satisfaction, consumer choice, and
quality of life concerns including, but not limited to, housing and employment. In 2009, all
beneficiaries enrolled in Assertive Community Treatment (ACT) were asked to complete the 44-
item MHSIP Consumer Survey. In addition, all families with a child or adolescent receiving
home-based services were also asked to complete the 26-item Youth Satisfaction Survey (YSS)
for Families. This information is provided in the attached for each CMHSP and PIHP.

Section 404(2)(e)(i,ii) requires information about access to CMHSPs which shall
include, but is not limited to, the number of persons receiving and/or requesting
services and the number of people who requested services but did not receive
services. The attached report includes information on the number of persons who
requested CMHSP services. Details are shown on the disposition of the requests
including numbers who met eligibility criteria, numbers referred elsewhere, and numbers
placed on a waiting list. This information is presented for each disability designation
group by CMHSP.
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Section 404(2)(f) requires the number of second opinions requested under the code
including the determination of any appeals. This section provides information from the
relevant indicators from the Performance Indicator System. Aggregated performance
indicator data is submitted quarterly by CMHSPs.

Section 404(2)(g) requires an analysis of information provided by CMHSPs in
response to the needs assessment requirements of the Mental Health Code, including
information about the number of persons in the service delivery system who have
requested, and are clinically appropriate, for different services. In this section, each
CMHSP describes the impact of the FY 10 GF reductions and what has changed since
last year’s CMHSP needs assessment.

Section 404(2)(h) requires lapses and carry forwards for FY 2008-2009. This information is
provided in the attached for each CMHSP and PIHP.

Section 404(2)()(i, ii, iii) requires information regarding CMHSP or PIHP provider
contracts, including amount and rates, organized by type of service provided as well as
administrative costs. This information is provided for each CMHSP.

Section 404(2)(j) requires information on the community mental health Medicaid managed
care program, including, but not limited to, (i) expenditures by each CMHSP or PIHP
organized by Medicaid eligibility group, including per eligible individual expenditure
averages and (ii) performance indicator information required to be submitted to the
Department in the contracts with CMHSPs or PIHPs.  The expenditures by Medicaid
eligibility group are provided in this section as are the data for the CMHSP Performance
Indicators FY10.

Section 404(2)(k) requires an estimate of the number of direct care workers in local
residential settings and paraprofessional and other nonprofessional direct care workers in
settings where skill building, community living supports and training, and personal care
services are provided by CMHSPs or PIHPs as of September 30, 2010, employed directly or
through contracts with provider organizations. This information is provided for each
CMHSP.

Section 404(3) requires that the Department shall include data reporting requirements

listed in subsection (2) in the annual contract with each individual CMHSP or PIHP. The
CMHSP contract for FY10 is included in the attached.

Cost Information by Service Category, Client Group and Fund Source

The information in this section was provided by CMHSPs as required by the FY 2010
MDCH/CMHSP contract. Cost data were collected for the reporting period October 1, 2009 to
September 30, 2010 and submitted to MDCH by March 31, 2011. The data in this section
represent the total statewide CMHSP costs for each of the three consumer populations — Adults
with Mental Illness (MI-A), Children with Mental Iliness (MI-C), and Persons with
Developmental Disability (DD) by service category.

Service Costs by Category

Departmental services were categorized into ten service groupings which are listed below. The
individual services that make up each category for each of the three consumer populations are
shown on pages 15-32.

State-wide Service Costs

FY10 state-wide service costs totaled $2,046,796,759. The majority of the dollars were for
supports for living services ($693,348,855), and daytime supports and services ($438,387,402).
The total FY10 expenditures for adults with mental illness were $820,354,621. The majority of
the expenditures for these consumers were distributed across the following services - supports
for living ($172,314,346), outpatient services ($162,382,153), community inpatient and crisis
services ($133,955,886), and case management ($131,655,704). The total FY10 service
expenditures for children with a serious emotion disorder were $168,821,571. The large
majority of these dollars were for supports for family caregivers ($53,672,700), outpatient
services ($51,272,395) and case management ($30,077,841). The total FY10 expenditures for
consumers with a developmental disability were $1,057,620,568. Over three-quarters of these
dollars were used to provide supports for living services ($515,516,128) and daytime supports
and services ($355,362,533). The pie charts on pages 5-8 show the dollars expended on each
service grouping for each consumer population.

Service Costs by CMHSP

The distribution of service dollars for each of the ten categories is shown by CMHSP on pages
9-14 for each of the consumer populations. In general, the distribution of expenditures
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across these service categories is fairly similar to the state-wide figures. However, there are a
few cost outliers in which some CMHSPs spent a larger percentage of their dollars on a
particular service category. Several of the CMHSPs reference these consumer needs in the
needs assessment section 404(2)(g) and highlight the CMHSP initiatives to address these needs.

Adults with Mental Iliness. The CMHSP percentage distributions for costs by service
groupings for adults with mental illness are shown on pages 9-10. In general, the distribution
of dollars across the service categories is fairly similar across the CMHSPs with only a few cost
outliers. As an example, the percentage of MI-A dollars that CMHSPs spent on state inpatient
care was not very much different from the state-wide average. However, Clinton-Eaton-
Ingham CMHSP spent a larger percentage of their MI-A dollars on state inpatient days of care
(14.27% of MI-A dollars) than did the other CMHSPs. Also, Huron CMHSP was an outlier on
the percentage of dollars spent on Assertive Community Treatment (26.32%). Berrien and Van
Buren CMHSPs, both within Venture PIHP, devoted a larger percentage of their dollars to
supports for living (39.60% and 34.60%) than did other CMHSPs. Van Buren notes in the
needs assessment section 404(2)(g) that for FY10 they partnered with provider agencies to
implement more supported independent living arrangements for persons served. They noted
that these arrangements allow the customer more choice and community integration.

lonia and Gratiot CMHSPs, both within CMH Affiliation of Mid-Michigan, were outliers on
the percentage of MI-A dollars spent on family and caregiver support. Woodlands CMHSP
spent a larger percentage of MI-A dollars on daytime supports and services than did other
CMHSPs. Many CMHSPs did not spend dollars on substance abuse services for adults with
mental illness. However, six CMHSPs appear as outliers in the percentage of revenue that they
spent on these services — network180 (11.27%), Tuscola (6.41%), Lifeways (6.27%), Saginaw
(5.59%), and Muskegon (1.18%). In the needs assessment section 404(2)(f), Tuscola CMHSP
notes an FY10 increase in the number of consumers diagnosed with co-occurring disorders,
which they have addressed with ongoing enhancements to integrated dual disorders treatment.

Children with a Serious Emotional Disturbance. The CMHSP percentage distributions for
costs by service groupings for children with an emotional disturbance (MI-C) are shown on
pages 11-12. While the distribution of dollars for most of the children’s service categories is
fairly similar across the CMHSPs, there are a few more outliers and variations in the costs for
children’s service than there are for the adult services. Two CMHSPs appear as outliers in their
expenditures for state inpatient stays — Lapeer CMHSP (5.46%) and Northeast CMHSP
(8.58%). Macomb CMHSP is an outlier on the percentage spent on community inpatient and
crisis services (35.83%). In the needs assessment section 404(2)(g), Macomb indicates that
there has been an increase in demand for inpatient and crisis services as well as for related
follow-up and aftercare services post-discharge. To address these specific concerns, MCCMH
is developing a performance improvement project focused specifically on improving outcomes
for consumers with mental illness who receive inpatient services.

Barry CMHSP spends a larger percentage of children’s service dollars on outpatient services
than do the other CMHSPs and Van Buren spends a large percentage of dollars on case
management (51.86%). Many CMHSPs spent less than one percent of their MI-C dollars on
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supports for living. However, nine CMHSPs appear as outliers as they spent more than nine
percent of their MI-C dollars on supports for living — Northpointe (17.46%), Copper Country
(17.10%), Macomb (12.78%), Pathways (13.80%), North Country (10.59%), Allegan
(10.26%), Tuscola (9.79%), network180 (9.78%), and Woodlands (9.03%). In the needs
assessment section 404(2)(f) two of these CMHSPs note the support needs of children with
serious emotional disturbance who are at risk of out-of-home placements. Cooper CMHSP
notes that there is currently a lack of local placement options for children with serious
emotional disturbances who need specialized foster care, which have resulted in down-state
placements. Van Buren CMHSP references their work to reduce the rate of out-of-home care
for children which had been one of the highest in the state.

Four CMHSPs appear as outliers in the percentage of dollars spent on daytime supports and
services for children — St. Joseph (21.07%), Central (11.38%), Kalamazoo (10.02%), and
Manistee-Benzie (9.20%). The majority of CMHSPs did not expend dollars on substance
abuse services for children with a serious emotional disturbance. However, eight CMHSPs
appear as outliers since they spent some dollars on these services - Tuscola (7.02%),
network180 (4.35%), Northpointe (1.76%), Detroit-Wayne (1.40%), Saginaw (1.11%),
Hiawatha (.30%), Newaygo (.15%), and Muskegon (.05%).

Consumers with a Developmental Disability. The CMHSP percentage distributions for costs
by service groupings for consumers with a developmental disability are shown on pages 13-14.
There were numerous cost outliers among those services that are more typically provided to
consumers with mental illness. For example, seven CMHSPs were outliers in the percentage of
dollars spent on state psychiatric inpatient stays — Hiawatha (1.47%), Copper Country (1.22%),
Summit Pointe (1.15%), Northpointe (.81%), network180 (.75%), Detroit-Wayne (.59%), and
Newaygo (.53%). Also, two CMHSPs were outliers in expenditures for community inpatient
and crisis services — St. Joseph (1.69%) and Saginaw (1.37%). In the needs assessment
section, Saginaw CMHSP indicates that they have been struggling to meet the demand for
services for persons with developmental disabilities and to provide service within fourteen days
of intake. Saginaw also notes that they continue to have inadequate hours of psychiatry
available to consumers with a developmental disability and long waits between appointments.

Most CMHSPs did not provide dollars for Assertive Community Treatment for consumers with
a developmental disability, however, nine CMHSPs are outliers in the percentage of dollars
spent on ACT. (See table). Summit Pointe CMHSP and Van Buren are both outliers on the
percentage spent on case management (22.76% and 16.78%). St. Joseph CMHSP and
Washtenaw CMHSP both provided fewer DD dollars on supports for living services than did
other CMHSPs (8.39% and 20.77%) These two CMHSPs did, however, spend more money on
daytime supports and services than did other CMHSPs (74.02% and 63.82%). In the needs
assessment section 404(2)(g), Washtenaw indicates an increased need to identify provider
agencies and a direct care professional work force that are well-prepared to provide community
living supports (CLS) to high need consumers in community settings. To address this need,
Washtenaw and St. Joseph have been working with supports coordination and CLS providers
and consumers to identify local community resources that would help consumers reach their
goals for community participation.
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Three CMHSPs were outliers on dollars spent on family caregiver supports — Saginaw
(16.38%), Montcalm (13.67%), and Macomb (8.23%). For FY10, Macomb had worked with
case managers and supports coordinators to explore additional options with consumers and
their families to develop non-traditional natural supports to help involve consumers more in
their communities in activities valuable to them. The majority of CMHSPs did not expend
dollars on substance abuse services for individuals with a developmental disability. However,
seven CMHSPs appear as outliers since they spent some dollars on these services — Northpointe
(.12%), Tuscola (.12%), Detroit-Wayne (.04%), Muskegon (.03%), and Saginaw (.01%).

CMHSP Summary of Access to Service Needs Assessment

The Mental Health Code MCL 330.1226(1)(a) requires an annual needs assessment be
conducted by every CMHSP. The Standards Group (TSG) is in the final stages of
developing standards for community needs assessments. For the FY 2010 submissions,
MDCH required that every CMHSP certify that the needs assessment they conducted in
2008 reasonably represents the mental health service needs and associated costs of
persons in the community who are eligible for public mental health services. In addition,
each CMHSP was asked to provide a concise description of what has changed since the
last CMHSP needs assessment was conducted. A Waiting List guideline and protocol was
developed by TSG and was included as an optional submission in the 2010 Annual
Submission Requirements. It is expected that the needs assessment and waiting list will
become part of the MDCH/CMHSP contract reporting requirements.

MDCH remains committed to the policy that the overall purpose of the public mental
health system is to provide necessary services to all individuals with mental health needs.
However, given the current financing climate, it is also realized that funds may be
insufficient to address the needs of all individuals desiring to receive services form the
public mental health system. Thus, a CMHSP may need to prioritize who receives public
mental health services and, when it cannot address all needs, establish a waiting list
process that ensures systematic access into services and ongoing service delivery. It
remains the perspective of MDCH that a waiting list should only be considered as a last
resort. Yet, when it is determined necessary, the management of the waiting list process
shall always be based on objective and fair criteria with consistent implementation.

TSG, along with the MDCH, has developed a Technical Advisory to issue specific
guidelines to any CMHSP that establishes a waiting list because it cannot provide Mental
Health Code required mental services for its Code-defined priority population due to
insufficient funds. This Advisory specifies the minimum standards that must be met by
each CMHSP in the management of its waiting list processes. The Population Cell Grid,
which was developed to guide waiting list decisions made by CMHSP’s, is listed below.

Access Alliance / Bay-Arenac

Bay-Arenac Behavioral Health Authority (BABHA) receives feedback on unmet community needs through a variety of forums and
processes. Information is received from agencies, organizations and referral sources through staff participation on collaborative
bodies, workgroups and committees in Bay and Arenac Counties. The Organization has staff representatives on approximately
52 councils, advisory boards, workgroups and task forces in the two county area, including the Bay Area Human Services
Collaborative Council and the Arenac County Multi Purpose Collaborative Body. Consumer feedback is gathered through annual
satisfaction surveys and Consumer Advisory Councils. Every two years BABHA conducts a Stakeholder Survey that includes
input from other Human Service providers, primary referral sources and Advocacy Organizations. In April of 2010, BABHA
conducted 3 separate Focus Groups with stakeholders. Further, we conducted a survey of BABH employees in the first quarter
of FY 11, asking them to identify gaps in services or unmet needs in the community

In addition to these sources of information staff followed up with specific service providers for the identified sub-populations to
determine if there were unmet needs that required attention over the next year:

Adults with Serious Mental lliness and Persons with Developmental Disabilities - Persons in jail needing Specialty Services and
Supports - The 2008 assessment remains current and accurate. BABH staff meets with the Sheriff in Bay and Arenac Counties
on a regular basis. The Clinical Service Director for Persons with SMI is an active member of the local 511 Board. We have
current agreements with the Sheriff Departments in both counties related to jail services. We have liaisons in Bay and Arenac
County jails. Needs are addressed as they come up.

Adults with Serious Mental lliness and Persons with Developmental Disabilities - Persons transitioning from Special Education -
The 2008 assessment remains current and accurate. Staff liaison with the school transition staff. Staff are working with the
school system relative to the anticipated 2011 graduating class. BABHA services will be provided to those in need, as they
transition from school.

Adults with Serious Mental lliness and Persons with Developmental Disabilities - Persons who are Homeless - The 2008
assessment remains current and accurate. Staff are involved in the Community Continuum of Care Committee. We have a
liaison with the local Homeless Shelter. Our PATH program is very active and allows us to meet the needs of persons who do
not have Medicaid. No unmet need is identified.

Adults with Serious Mental Iliness - Persons with co-occurring disorder - There has been much progress over the last five years
in regards to this subpopulation. BABHA and the Regional Affiliation remains committed to sustaining the Integrated Dual
Disorder Treatment (IDDT) Evidence Based Practice, ensuring co-occurring capability of staff and the principles in our
Comprehensive, Continuous Integrated System of Care Agreement with our contracted network. Beyond responding to referrals
we are doing case finding through the Homeless Outreach Program.

Adults with Serious Mental lliness — Older Adults age 60 and older — This population is adequately served. Discussion with the
Area Agency on Aging and Division on Aging suggests that they have not had difficulties accessing our services for referrals
where they have identified a need for mental health services.

Adults with Serious Mental lliness - Persons with Dementia - For the most part this population has been adequately served in FY
10. Discussion with the Area Agency on Aging and Division on Aging suggests that they have not had difficulties accessing our
services for referrals where they have identified a need for mental health services. However, with the reductions in General

Fund the Agency was forced to reduce financial support to the Alzheimer's Day Treatment program, Golden Horizon, for non-
Medicaid individuals. The General Fund Management Plan included further reduction of funding for the 1st Quarter of FY 11 and
elimination of support by 12/31/10. However, MDCH approval of Block Grant funds allowed the Agency to continue assistance to
this program. Staff assisted the program administrators in finding alternative funding options to maintain the program. It is
estimated that approximately 8 persons with Dementia will not be able to immediately access services in the next year.

Children with Serious Emotional Disturbance - Children in Foster Care - Staff contacted the local DHS offices in Bay and Arenac
Counties to discuss this subpopulation. The feedback we received was that they are familiar with the referral process. DHS has
some frustrations with certain steps in the process but feels that they are able to get children in for care when that is appropriate
and required. Communication with the workers and other child licensing and placing agencies confirm that BABHA is serving

children and adolescents in placement that are in need of mental health services. There does not seem to be an unmet need in
this area. Our plan is to continue to work closely with the local DHS offices to address any additional referrals as they are made

over the next fiscal year.

Children with Serious Emotional Disturbance - Children who are Homeless - BABHA used the local teen shelter (Corey Place)
over the last year. This program has been able to serve youth with mental health needs within the current resources. There is no
anticipated unmet need for FY 11.

Children with Serous Emotional Disturbance — Respite — BABHA has been able to adequately meet the needs of families for
respite services.

Children with Serous Emotional Disturbance — Home Based Services - Infant Mental Health — With the implementation of PMTO
staff caseloads have needed to be adjusted.

Children with Serous Emotional Disturbance — Children’s Psychiatric Services — BABHA was successful in recruiting a full time

child/adolescent psychiatrist in January of 2010. In the first quarter of FY 11 we added 6 hours of telepsychiatry for youth. Most
children and youth formerly served by Adult Psychiatrist have been shifted. The need in this subpopulation is more adequately

addressed as a result.

Persons with Developmental Disabilities — Respite — BABHA has an active Respite program for persons with DD. We orient
special education staff to the resource. Parents are provided information at IEPC meetings and through community
outreach/education. There is no information from families, advocacy organizations or the school system that there are families in
need of respite who did not receive the service in the last fiscal year. No unmet need is anticipated for FY 11.

Access Alliance / Huron

The major changes regarding needs for the citizens of Huron County relates directly to the poor economic situation. Huron
County has experienced a significant rise in the unemployment rate since FY 2008, with a current unemployment rate of 17.9%,
and this has changed the nature of who we are seeing enter into our system in crisis due to having lost jobs, homes, families.
We are seeing more individuals who, in a different economic climate, would not enter into our system, however, the
hopelessness and helplessness is leading people to become completely overwhelmed. We have seen and continue to see
many more people having thoughts or plans to harm themselves along with many more suicides within the county that it is
believed are a direct result of the poor economic climate as feelings of depression and despair increase when individuals are
losing their homes, pensions, self-esteem, and everything that they have worked hard for over many years is disintegrating
before their eyes.

The numbers show that from FYO09 first quarter to FY10 first quarter, we have an average increase of 24 crisis interventions per
month from FY09. FYO09 first quarter showed an average of 106 crisis interventions per month and FY10 first quarter was an
average of 130 crisis interventions per month. We have also seen an increase in the amount of inpatient psychiatric days since
FY08. First quarter FY09 there were 308 inpatient days and for FY10 there were 517 inpatient days.

Unfortunately, many families have left Huron County to move where they are able to find jobs, which is changing the
demographics of the county as there are less young professional families than there were in FY 2008. From a Cultural
Competency survey completed in FY 2009 with HBH staff, the most common population staff encounter in their jobs is older
adults, individuals and families living in poverty and victims of some form of violence or abuse whether it is physical or sexual in
nature. This information has validated that it is important to continue to put emphasis on training regarding working with
individuals who have experienced trauma and individuals who are living in poverty and the culture of poverty. HBH has
collaborated with several community partners and is bringing a renowned speaker, Dr. Donna Beegle, to Huron County the end
of April 2010 to train HBH staff along with community partners in Poverty 101. This training will discuss how living in poverty is a
culture in and of itself and will provide for staff what staff needs to know to more effectively work with individuals in this situation.
We are also working collaboratively with the Voices for Action initiative which will provide the following by Dr Beegle:

. Systems Navigator Training

. Customer Services Training

" Opportunities for Training for individuals in poverty

Due to the fact that we have seen more suicides in the county itself and are interacting more with individuals who are actively
suicidal in our emergency services situations, HBH also brought Dr. George Drozd from the Suicide Prevention Resource Center
Training Institute for a training with staff on how to best work with individuals who are suicidal as this was an increasing need for
Huron County.

HBH has also seen about a 35% increase in children and families who are being served in Home Based Services program this
past fiscal year. During many community forums and especially from the county wide Children’s services breakfasts, it was
determined that there was definitely a need to have an Infant Mental Health worker at HBH as we were seeing many infants and
toddlers in situations where they were at risk because of the mental health issues of a parent or parents. Therefore, we have
one certified Infant Mental Health worker and are in the process of certifying another Infant Mental Health worker as we have
seen the referrals for this service drastically increase over the past 12 months.

Another change that has occurred since FY 2008, is the fact that HBH is no longer providing services to individuals who are
housed in jail as the Attorney General’s ruling has made it clear that the financial responsibility for providing treatment is that of
the County in which the individual is being housed. The Sheriff has made a decision to secure mental health services, such as
therapy and medication reviews from another provider due to costs. Therefore, we are only providing emergency services and
jail diversion services to the jail population.

The cuts to the GF pot of money has also greatly impacted how we are able to provide services to those individuals who have no
insurance but meet the eligibility criteria to receive services. Because HBH has had limited general funds for many years, we
have had a different array of services for those individuals who are GF. Because of the continued cuts to the GF pot of money,
we have had to continue to look at this array and have made some changes to what types of how many services someone who
has GF can receive.

Co-occurring Disorders

Since the 2010 submission, SCCMHA has developed and started three separate IDDT groups for consumers depending on their
stage of change and treatment.

Homeless

SCCMHA continues to work with the Shiawassee County Homeless Coalition to assist with coordination of resources for
individuals and families who are homeless. we continue to participate in Point in Time Programs.

We currently serve four adults with a co-occurring disorder in a Shelter + Care program and made use of MDCH Housing
Assistance Funds when necessary.

Children and Families

During 2010, SCCMHA served more children and families than the year previous. The demand for Respite and Community
Living Supports continues to grow each year. FY 2010 had a record breaking year for the number of hours. Services for
children in foster care remains about the same. However, it is children from other counties that are being served. The
Department of Human Services is being forced to relocate children around the state due to a shortage of foster care homes.

SCCMHA and the Shiawassee Region Education Service District continue to partner to effectively transition students into CMH
care when appropriate. During FY 2010, several adolescents have transitioned from the SRESD to our skill building day
program. This has been very successful.

SCCMHA now has a Sensory Clinic that is used for children and adults with sensory deficits. Many of the children that are using
it have Autism.

Jail Diversion
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SUMMARY OF ASSESSMENT OF NEED CHANGES AND GF REDUCTION IMPLICATIONS

The Shiawassee County Jail continues to use a software program that helps to identify and screen persons who come through
booking for mental health and developmental disabilities. More inmates are now being identified and offered mental health
services.

Transitioning from Special Education

SCCMHA and the SRESD, among other community service agencies, continue the Shiawassee Community Transition Council.
This supports youth in transition. SCCMHA staff attend IEP’s, involving them from the beginning.

Older Adults/Persons with Dementia

Services to older adults have been integrated into the rest of the agency’s service array. Leadership is supporting educational
opportunities for staff to increase their knowledge and skill in working with OA and individuals with Dementia.

SCCMHA speaks at Councils on Aging about Wellness, and continues to be involved in education and prevention associated
with CAVAA.

Access Alliance / Tuscola

Tuscola Behavioral Health Systems (TBHS) had submitted an Assessment of Need Certification form for 2010, and discussed
any changes compared to the 2008 assessment of client need summary for the following client groups: Adults with Mental lliness
(MI-A), Children with Severe Emotional Disturbance (SED), and Persons with Developmental Disabilities (PDD). The following is
a narrative that focuses on the changes that have occurred from the Annual Needs Submission in mid-2010 covering fiscal year
2009 and fiscal year 2010.

Assessment of Community Need

Adults with Mental Iliness

There was a drop in persons in jail who need specialty supports and services, going from 8 to 5. It is surmised that this
has been influenced through changes in the responsible staff, and it is anticipated that this number will rise. Persons
with co-occurring disorders increased by 29 consumers; going from 88 to 117. Much of this is attributed to ongoing
enhancements to assessing for the presence of substance abuse conditions and integrated dual disorders treatment.
Homeless persons dropped from four to three and persons age 60 and older in services remained the same, totaling 80
in FY09 and 80 in FY10.

Children with Serious Emotional Disturbance

Children in foster care was also a category that had a drop, going from six in FY09, to four in FY10. There continued to
be no children listed as homeless and no SED children receiving Respite care.

Persons with Developmental Disabilities

There was one person transitioning from special education compared to one in 2009. There were 10 consumers with
DD who received Respite. This was a drop of one compared to 2009.

Assessment of Current Client Need

Adults with Mental Iliness

In comparison to FY09, the FY10 number of cases served for Emergency Services increased, going from 163 to 275,
respectively. Consumers using Community Inpatient services rose, going from 101 to 114. State Hospitalizations
dropped from three to one. There were two persons in the Forensic Center.

For Housing Services, there was little change in Personal Care (from five to three); those that received Community
Living Supports went from five to three. There were no MI-A consumers receiving Supported Independent Housing

services. There were no Crisis Residential service cases in FY10.

For Intensive Community Support, ACT increased from 52 cases to 54. There were 9 MI-A cases that received a Home-
Based service, decreasing from 12.

Targeted Support Services exhibited change in Case Management, increasing from 269 to 272. Skill Building
Assistance stayed the same at 11, and Integrated Employment dropped from 11 to 7. No MI-A cases received Respite
compared to two in FY09. MI-A receiving Supports Coordination decreased from six to three.

Mental Health Clinic Services included Outpatient Services and Medication Services provided by the psychiatrist. The
number of cases went from 731 in 2009 to 699 in FY10. The trend of consumers receiving Mental Health Clinic Services
has been high, due to multiple factors including receiving multiple services (e.g. Outpatient Services and Case
Management), moving through the continuum of care (e.g. May have received a Mental Health Clinic Service, was
discharged and moved to another level of care), as well as consumers entering the system receiving Mental Health
Clinic services as the first point of contact with the agency.

Children with Severe Emotional Disturbance

The number of SED children receiving Emergency Services in FY10 was 57. This is an increase from 39 in 2009. The
number of SED children who were hospitalized via Community Inpatient rose to a total of 25, compared to 10 in 2009.
There were no children that fell under the State Hospital Services count.

Under the Housing Services category, there were no SED children who received Personal Care, Supported Independent
Housing, or Crisis Residential. There was one SED children’s case that received Community Living Supports.

Under the intensive Community Support Category, the number of SED children receiving Home-Based Services
decreased to 115 from 125. There were no children listed as having received Intensive Crisis Stabilization.

For Targeted Support Services, the count of SED children receiving Case Management increased 6, going from 32 to
38. Respite Care increased from zero to 13.

The number of SED children who received Mental Health Clinic Services rose, going from 193 to 224. One determinant
behind this increase this past fiscal year is related to the agency’s efforts at increasing the penetration rate for eligible
children and the associated effect of raising awareness with families and other agencies in the community.

Persons with Developmental Disabilities

There was a slight increase in emergent-level care in FY10 compared to FY09. Eight consumers received Emergency
Services, up by two and there was one Person with DD that was hospitalized (down from 6). There was one consumer
in a State Hospital in FY10 compared to two in FY09.

The number of PDD consumers receiving Support and Service Coordination increased 3, going from 207 to 210.
Consumers receiving Personal Care in FY10 remained the same at 75.

For Community Living, the number of PDD who received Support Staff was 81 in FY10, a decrease over the count of 89
in FY09. No consumers were served under the Environmental Modifications service for FY10 as compared to one in
FY09.

For the Skill Building Assistance category, there were 19 consumers in FY10 that received Integrated Employment,
compared to 17 in FY09. The number that received Skill Building Assistance was 135, as compared to 138 in FY09.
Respite Care cases increased by 2, totaling 24. There were 16 consumers who had received Enhanced Health Care as
compared to 21 in FY09.
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SUMMARY OF ASSESSMENT OF NEED CHANGES AND GF REDUCTION IMPLICATIONS

Need: Services for Children and Adults with Autism

Statewide statistics from the Department of Education indicate that there are 15,000 individuals currently in the state who have
an autism spectrum disorder from birth to age 26. Only 4,000 of those individuals are currently being served in the CMH system.
Not surprisingly CEI CMH continues to receive an increase in requests for services and supports for Children with Autism.

Often these individuals requesting services do not qualify for Medicaid. Proposed program would provide assistance with
diagnosis of autism, early intervention services, and Assistance with transitioning to Adult Services. Specific interventions would
include Social Skills Training, Applied Behavioral Analysis, and Sensory integration training.

Need: Services for Families of children with Autism and other Severe Disabilities:

Parenting of all children can be stressful however there are unique stressors associated with having a child with Autism or other
disability. Families with Disabled children often face additional financial struggles; children may present behavioral difficulties
that routinely disrupt the home environment and sometimes sleeping for the whole family. Parents frequently feel isolated and
often blamed for their child’s behavior. In addition it is often more difficult to find care givers to relieve the stress. This proposal
would fund support groups for families and their children to be able to process and problems solve these issues with others who
understand firsthand what they are going through. 100 families would be served each year.

Need: In patient Services for Children and Adults with a Developmental Disability: Inpatient psychiatric hospital options for
children in crisis have been difficult to obtain, despite the fact that they are certified as a person requiring treatment. Inpatient
units are reluctant to admit persons with developmentally disabilities either because of their personal care needs or because of
the dangerous behavioral that person is exhibiting at the time of crisis.

Need: Increased Level of Community Living Supports for Adults with Developmental Disabilities:

There continues to be an increased demand for Community living supports to assist adults living with their families or on their
own. Many Consumers are requesting these services in lieu of living in a licensed group homes or attending traditional day
programs. However, the traditional group settings remain at capacity so funds cannot be transferred to accommodate these
requests. Demand for residential services of any kind continues to exceed the available resources. In addition some consumers
receive 24 hour care in General AFC homes with no funding from the CMHSP. In order to assist these individuals to live on their
own additional supports are required.

CHILDREN WITH MENTAL ILLNESS

1. Need: Children in Foster Care.

A need exists for an ability to quickly evaluate children and their biological/foster families when the Department of Human
Services in the tri-county area are considering residential/ foster care placement for a child, and the ability to provide intensive
home based treatment and support to the biological/foster families of children as an alternative. Discussions with the three
DHS’
