June 11, 2010

9:35 am Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Jeff Patton.
Introductions:  Committee members and guests introduced themselves.

Department Updates: 
Patty Degnan reported: Budget is still unknown for FY11, Mike Head has been talking to various groups regarding possibilities in pursuing expanded Medicaid. Jeff Patton explained more about the early adoption of Medicaid expansion (to cover people up to 130% of poverty) but many states, including Michigan, may not have the match to do this. The Medicaid expansion covers more than just mental health and although mental health may have the GF for the match, some of the medical providers may not have the match.
Regarding the rest of the budget, we still do not know how much of a GF cut the mental health system will take.
Second annual integrated co-occurring conference is June 14 and 15. Patty also explained the concept of integrated substance abuse and mental health treatment, the coordination that is occurring and the challenges to providing these services. Health care reform may help fund treatment for more people but there are no guarantees and no idea how this will impact the substance abuse block grant.
Evidence base practice work for adults- IDDT and FPE are now required and in place statewide. The next EBP to roll out is supported employment which is not yet required however it is supported by MHBG money. There is a training for fidelity assessment occurring so that fidelity assessment for supported employment can be offered. Right now IDDT has a required fidelity assessment and hopefully, the plan is to require the fidelity assessment for supported employment as well.
Karl Kovacs reported: Integration of mental health and physical health - historically there have been different pilots in Michigan to do this. Different models, approaches, etc. An internal workgroup was developed in the MHSA administration, which has been meeting since March 8, 2010, to create a more unified approach to integrated care. The purpose of this work is to make sure that the consumer is receiving integrated health and mental health treatment.
Irene is very busy working with CMS and educating a new review team in Washington about how innovative services in Michigan work. Jeff Patton suggested that if Irene is needing support, the ACMI would be a good avenue to pursue. There has been some concern about Michigan only receiving a one year approval of the B waiver and about the cost of B3 services.
Jennifer Stentoumis reported: - The family driven/youth guided policy and practice guidelines are now out for public comment; Parent to parent training continues - 2nd round of parent support partner training is scheduled for July with 5-7 new CMHSPs participating;  Home based workgroups are drafting recommendations to present to the MHSA administration; Juvenile justice competency legislation that is currently being considered is concerning to DCH in that it does not provide a comprehensive plan to evaluate juvenile competency or “restore” a juvenile should they be deemed incompetent. 
Patty Degnan continued: MHBG Annual Meeting is June 22 - June 25 in Washington DC - Patty, Karen, Brian and Jennifer as well as three DCH Recipients Rights staff are attending. The Conference this year combines the MHBG, DIG and Olmstead conferences into one. 
Tison Thomas is now with SAMHSA in Washington DC as a public health consultant.
Kerin Scanlon asked about the recovery enhancing environment tool – Patty indicated that all the preliminary data has gone back to CMHSPs (except for two sites).
Colleen Jasper reported: There is a state level Anti-Stigma Committee to address stigma within the MH system which is looking for activities that CMHSPs can participate in to reduce stigma.  The Trauma Committee is also working on developing trauma interventions from a consumers point of view.

Approval of February 12, 2010 Minutes  Regina Allen moved to approve, Joel Berman seconded.
Changes: Shareen McBride-Wicklund and Vanessa Isom-Jackson were left off the list of attendees and Kerin Scanlon was on the list of attendees, but was not there.
Jocelyn Vanda asked to please change ‘targeted’ to “eligible” on in her comment in Announcements on page 3 of the notes.
Minutes were approved with the above changes.

Block Grant Reqest for Applications Update: 
Karen Cashen reported: There were two Adult RFPs 1) Community Recovery Supports for Non-Medicaid Consumers (maximum of $70,000 per grant) = out of 46 CMHPs, a total of 42 applied. Applications are being reviewed currently.  This year the proposals are being reviewed by a member of the PIHP ARR Review Team and a team they convene. It has been challenging to organize this. 

2) PIHP $20,000 for the IPLTs – this is money to continue the work of the IPLTs. 17 out of 18 PIHPs applied and applications are currently being reviewed as well (by the same teams that are reviewing the other applications.)
There was no RFP for adults in FY10. Letters to ongoing projects went out May 28, with documents due June 21. Patty also explained a little about the evolution of the state level Practice Improvement Steering Committee and how it relates to the IPLTs. Colleen asked for some kind of Chart of committees just so ACMI members have a better idea of how all these committees interact, etc. 
Jennifer Stentoumis reported: The children’s RFP was sent out and we received 19 proposals. There were two teams of reviewers with parents and DCH staff on both teams.  Funding for new projects starting in FY11 is very limited as there as many multi-year projects continuing to be funded in FY11. The multi-year letters went out.  Every proposal needed some work and many needed a large amount of changes.

Dwane Hight’s presenation:

Dwane passed out a flyer regarding his involvement with the consumer action committees speakers bureau. Dwane also sparked a discussion regarding a CMHSP making all of their campuses smoke-free. There were opinions stated for and against this idea. Jeff asked to table this topic until the next meeting and add it to the agenda for the August meeting.

Draft Technical Advisory re: Waiting Lists

Jeff discussed the letter that came back from DCH Director, Janet O., regarding the ACMIs letter concerning repealling protection of open access to psychiatric medications under Medicaid. Letter distributed.

Jeff discussed the Draft Technical Advisory Guidelines for establishing and managing general fund waiting lists (distributed copies) along with a letter from Elmer Cerano representing MPA, not ACMI to Janet O. against this policy. Mark Cody went on to explain the MPAs position on the matter. Jeff suggested the ACMI discuss this and began the discussion trying to explain the impact to CMHSPs of the GF cuts and the use of mental health dollars to support other programs. He asked the council what they wanted to support as a message to DCH? Dwane moved to support the MPA letter as the council’s position. Jane Reagan seconded.

Discussion: Joel said the letter needs to be stronger - Stephen agreed. After further discussion, Dwane withdrew his motion.  Joel moved for the ACMI to write its own letter. Jeff volunteered to draft the letter. Motion passed.
TA Priorities: items put on top of August agenda and Theresa will re-send out discussion items and email between meetings.
Public Comment: Sean Bennett came to the beginning of the meeting and chose to not stay until public comment but Jeff will copy the document he left and put a discussion of this document on the next meeting agenda. Discussed how to get public comment on the agenda consistently. Regina Allen moved to put public comment after approval of meeting minutes at 10am. Joel seconded. Motion passed.
Announcements:
Kerin- reported that the anti-stigma event sponsored by CMH for Central Michigan featuring Patty Duke was extremely well attended and moving and CMH for Central Michigan has also started an anti-stigma public service announcement campaign.
Malisa Pearson – ACMH Youth leadership event is June 20-22 – the theme is Using Your Voice in the Juvenile Justice System.
Brian Wellwood- There have been several new drop-in centers started up in places like Alpena, Ironwood, Tawas and some areas of Detroit and August 24th is the JIHMO Self-help Conference.
Arlene Naganashe – attended the Kalamazoo mental health Breakfast and it was very impressive.
Colleen - July 22nd is the Consumer Conference. Also, Colleen has been doing some work with state hospital directors and psychiatrists regarding trauma.
Mark - just returned from the Protection and Advocacy National Conference. Also, MPA just requested data from CMHSPs on the waiting list issue as well.

Jocelyn - DHS is looking at centralized CPS intake (have a task force). Also, 112,000 applications for DHS services have been received online – they are moving toward trying to get Medicaid applications online as well. June 21st is World Refugee Day and there is a DHS celebration from 11:30 -1:00 at the Grand Tower. 
Jane – MDE received a large grant from the Feds to help schools focus better on transition. Also, the Michigan state performance plan received an ‘acceptable’ rating from the Feds. Anew IEP template was rolled out this past week. The “Race for the Top” federal grant application has been submitted. Today is the last day for school employees to participate in the retirement incentives.
Stephen - Michigan Recovery Center of Excellence - get them info to post on their website. The traveling Consumer Art Show is at the Guidance Center in Southgate in June and will be going to Ludington for July.
Kristin - NAMI National conference just happened - NAMI walk is in Sept. Go to the NAMI website for more information.
Jamie - thanked everyone for listening to Neicey. Joceyln moved, Joel seconded a letter to Neicey thanking her to speaking, Motion approved.

Jamie also went to the Kalamazoo breakfast and suggested that ACMI do something at next year’s breakfast.
