Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Jeff Patton.
Introduction: Committee members and guests introduced themselves.
Department Directions – Mike Head:  Provided members with his background history. He is thrilled with work being done on Block Grant and Evidence-Based Practices.  Mike stated that people need a positive set of expectations and that staff need to know why they are doing their job.  Person Centered Planning is central to doing a good job in the Michigan system. People can chart their own path to recovery and self-determination.
Activities are underway for Application for Renewal and Recommitment (ARR), strengthening system of care, criminal justice and employment.  ARR will be issued February 9; so will PPGs.  ARR due in June; Program Policy Guidelines (PPG) in March. There will be an environmental scan for culture of gentleness; quality improvement plan; involving stakeholders and central office staff.  Linked to PIHPs over a period of time.  Renew of 1915B Waiver next year. ARR is not the final word on direction.

Two existing SAMHSA system of care projects: Ingham and Kalamazoo child welfare task force – Pat Babcock –mandates for collaboration across departments.  Assuring standard CAFAS for screening tool.  Monthly meetings with child welfare and DHS.

MDCH will coordinate with Michigan Association of CMH Boards for training needs.  Asking PIHPs to pool their monites together. Expand use of PSSS. Focus on Systems Transformation to one of recovery.  The Statewide Survey – REE – Recovery Enhancing Environment is a major tool in moving the MH system to a foundation of recovery.

State Budget – February 12, 2009 is date for reductions in Mental Health. Currently working internally to develop set of principles; amount may depend on stimulus package.

Approval of November 14, 2008 Minutes: Joel Bermans’ name was omitted from November meeting minutes, he was in attendance.  Jennifer Stentoumis states that on page three, Multi should say family therapy’.   Brian Wellwood: ‘MI’ was left off of ASPRS Conference. Merging efforts together.  Finally at full staff working with Native Americans.
