2. We want to do a youth suicide prevention awareness campaign. Can we do that with this funding?
	Yes, you can, but it must be part of a larger, more comprehensive effort that addresses the full spectrum of youth suicide prevention and intervention, with a particular focus on continuity of care for high risk youth and young adults.

3. The RFP says that youth are defined as individuals ages 1024. We want to focus on high school age kids. Is that okay?
	An individual component can focus on youth/young adults in a particular age group, e.g., high school youth, but overall the project must address youth/young adults across the entire 1024 year age span.
