	HIGH:

1.  Discuss the identified safety risk(s):

· Safe sleep

· Car seat safety

· Shaken baby

· Environmental risks including:

          a. Tobacco smoke

          b. Hot liquids

          c. Pests and pets

          d. At 6 months include:

· Choking

· Falls

· Poisons

· Firearms

· Lead poisoning 

· Drowning

· Childproofing 

2.  Assist with development of plan to address identified safety risk(s)

3.  Advise how to access safety assistance programs in the community (e.g. Safe Kids, infant CPR, local poison control)    

4.  Discuss family and household attitudes, beliefs and practices and how they may affect infant safety and identify behaviors that do not contribute to assuring infant safety.

5.  As mandated reporter, contact Child Protective Services (CPS) if abuse or neglect is suspected.
