	Negative drug and alcohol screen at birth.

Mom denies use of alcohol and/or drugs during pregnancy but fetal exposure in utero is suspected.  

Negative drug and alcohol screen at birth but Mom admits to using substances during pregnancy.

Positive drug and/or alcohol screen at birth.

Infant is in medical crisis. 
	LOW:

1. Utilize either precontemplation or contemplation guidelines based on assessment of Mom/Primary Caregiver’s stage of change.

2. Discuss family and household attitudes and practices and how they may affect Mom/Primary Caregiver’s willingness to address how use of substances may affect her infant. 

MODERATE:

1.  Utilize contemplation, preparation or action guidelines based on assessment of Mom/Primary Caregiver’s stage of change.

2.  Discuss family and household attitudes and practices and how they may affect Mom/Primary Caregiver’s willingness to address how use of substances may affect her infant.

3. Discuss alcohol and/or drug use and potential effect on physical and social-emotional development of infant.

4. Advise how to access substance abuse services including:

· Regional Substance Abuse Coordinating Agency-Access Management System 

· Alcoholics Anonymous 

· Community-based support groups

· Individual and/or family counseling

5.  Assist with development of a safety plan to protect infant if/when Mom/Primary Caregiver is using drugs and/or alcohol.

6. As mandated reporter, contact Child Protective Services (CPS) if abuse or neglect 

is suspected.

HIGH: 

1. Utilize either contemplation, preparation or action guidelines based on assessment of Mom/Primary Caregiver’s stage of change.

2. Make referral to Medicaid Health Plan (MHP) high-risk case manager.

3.  Make referral to Early On®.

4. Discuss family and household attitudes and practices and how they may affect Mom/Primary Caregiver’s willingness to address her use of substances while pregnant.

5. Discuss substance use and potential effect on physical and social- emotional development of infant.

6. Advise how to access substance abuse services including:

· Regional Substance Abuse Coordinating Agency-Access Management System 

· Alcoholics Anonymous 

· Community-based support groups

· Individual and/or family counseling

7.  Assist with development of a safety plan (based on Mom/Primary Caregiver’s stage of change) to protect infant if/when Mom/Primary Caregiver is using drugs and/or alcohol. 

8. As mandated reporter, contact Child Protective Services (CPS) if abuse or neglect 

is suspected.

EMERGENCY:  

1.  Call 911.

2. Inform MHP and medical care provider.

3. As mandated reporter, contact Child Protective Services (CPS) if abuse or neglect is suspected.
