The Center for Healthcare Research & Transformation analyzes the impact of a Medicaid Expansion
in Michigan as part of the Affordable Care Act implementation. "Our analysis of the impacts on the
state of Michigan shows a 10-year savings to the state under all scenarios. In our middle scenario,
the state would save almost $1 billion net of the cost of the Medicaid expansion over 10 years. In
that scenario, the Medicaid expansion would bring an additional 620,000 people—most of whom are
uninsured today—into the state’s Medicaid program, at an average annual savings of $176 per
