MDCH-GIS meeting minutes, 18 January 2007

Kevin Stong (a developer with CGI) spoke about development of online mapping applications and demonstrated several, including: 

· a publicly available underground storage tank mapping application

· an app used by DEQ & DNR to view and modify geographic data (often pertaining to state park assets)

· the Surface Water Management Information System (SWIMS), used by DEQ and DNR

· a demonstration imagery viewer which is still being tested

To Kevin’s knowledge, there are few or no online mapping applications that have been developed for MDCH.

Development of a large multi-agency web application (such as those used by DEQ and DNR) can cost several tens of thousands of dollars to pay CGI to do the work. Smaller projects may cost substantially less. As more projects are completed, more functional pieces are created that can be reused, reducing the price of later projects for everyone. A large share of the price is often due to costs associated with cleaning and preparing the agency’s data for use.
