INTRODUCTION
In Michigan, about 10% of adults and children have asthma, and less than 50% of Michigan adults report that their asthma is well controlled. This drives the high use of emergency departments and preventable hospitalizations, at significant cost to insurers and the public. The Michigan Department of Health and Human Services Asthma Prevention and Control Program is working to improve quality and coordination of care through promotion of best practices, provider education and policy change initiatives, based on the 2007 National Asthma Education Prevention Program (NAEPP) guidelines.

Asthma Guideline Implementation Steps & Tools (GIST)
Asthma Guideline Implementation Steps & Tools (GIST) is a provider education and practice redesign program. Implementing GIST makes it easier for primary care providers to national asthma guidelines in
their everyday care of patients with asthma.
