Byrne JAG 2007 Awards

Mid Michigan Region

(Clinton, Shiawassee, Ingham, Jackson & Eaton Counties)
1. 55th District Court - County of Ingham has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $30,023 for Drug Courts.

Summary:
The 55th District Drug Court program will continue to target chemically dependent, OWI 2nd and OWI 3rd offenders by utilizing a non-adversarial, holistic approach to rehabilitation. The primary goals are to reduce recidivism, enrich family lives, and increase public safety, which will ultimately lead to measurable and immeasurable cost savings to the community.
2. B.A.Y.A.N.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $285,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Continuation funding for Bay Area Narcotics Enforcement Team (B.A.Y.A.N.E.T.), which covers the countis of Bay, Clare, Gladwin, Isabella, Midland and Saginaw. The multijurisdictional team approach continues to be the most efficient method of combating the ever mobile criminal element. This task force will concentrate on violent and mid to upper-level narcotics traffickers.
3. D.R.A.N.O. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $233,895 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Downriver Area Narcotics Organization (D.R.A.N.O.) is a multijurisdictional task force that targets narcotics violators in the downriver area. D.R.A.N.O. works with state, local and federal law enforcement agencies to identify drug trafficking organizations and use the necessary resources and personnel to disrupt and dismantal these groups.
4. Forensic Science Division - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $450,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Funding supports 11 Forensic Scientists to provide lab analysis for controlled substance violations throughout the entire state. Seven forensic science labs provide services for all law enforcement agencies, including Michigan's 21 multijurisdictional drug teams.
5. J.N.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $111,872 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Continuation funding for Jackson Narcotics Enforcement Team (J.N.E.T.), a multijurisdictional drug team with full-time narcotics enforcement focusing on mid to high-level drug dealers in Jackson County.
6. L.A.W.N.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $237,128 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Livingston and Washtenaw Narcotics Enforcement Team (L.A.W.N.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional drug enforcement concept with full-time narcotics enforcement, as well as violent crime investigative responsibilities for Livingston and Washtenaw Counties.
7. Methamphetamine in Michigan - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $155,643 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Methamphetamine in Michigan is a specialized unit that provides training and assistance to investigative units when clandestine methamphetamine labs need to be dismantled. The unit is also responsible for maintaining accurate data for the statewide Methamphetamine in Michigan Committee.
8. O.M.N.I. #3 - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $89,500 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Office of Monroe Narcotics (O.M.N.I. #3) investigates narcotics-related complaints, focusing on mid to high-level drug dealers that effect Monroe, Lenawee and Hillsdale Counties. O.M.N.I. #3 participates in the prevention of drug abuse with family courts and local/intermediate school districts.
9. S.S.C.E.N.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $230,500 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
State, Sheriff and Chief's Enforcement of Narcotics Team (S.S.C.E.N.T.) covers the counties of Manistee, Lake, Oceana and Mason. This multijurisdictional task force team integrates state, county and local law enforcement resources with the intent to remove narcotics dealers and conspiracies in its area. It will also focus on eliminating drug availability, usage and the violence associated with narcotics trafficking.
10. S.T.I.N.G. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $228,459 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
This Strike Team Investigative Narcotics Group (S.T.I.N.G.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional task force. S.T.I.N.G. provides criminal investigative services for the counties of Crawford, Oscoda, Roscommon, Ogemaw, Iosco and Arenac. The team will continue to conduct undercover narcotics investigations and maintain partnerships with participating agencies.
11. S.W.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $288,594 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Southwest Enforcement Team (S.W.E.T.) is a co-located multi-agency cooperative effort designed to address narcotic-related issues in a seven county area (Kalamazoo, Calhoun, Barry, Cass, St.Joseph, Van Buren and Branch Counties). The team is comprised of police, prosecutors and management staff to target mid and upper-level dealers in cooperation with substance abuse, school and general public input.
12. Tri County Metro - City of Lansing has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $323,500 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Tri-County Metro Narcotics Squad is a continuation project and ongoing effort to dismantle mid and upper-level drug organizations in Ingham, Eaton and Clinton Counties. Vertical prosecution is used to maximize effective state and federal prosecution and forfeiture efforts.
13. U.P.S.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $393,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Upper Peninsula Substance Enforcement Team (U.P.S.E.T.) targets drug traffickers in an attempt to expose their chain of command to determine the ultimate source of illicit drugs. U.P.S.E.T utilizes undercover operations, surveillance, informants and intelligence information from various agencies.
14. W.W.N. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $160,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Western Wayne Narcotics (W.W.N.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional task force servicing 18 communities in Western Wayne County. The enforcement efforts of this team focus on interrupting the flow of narcotics and assets.
