Byrne JAG 2007 Awards

Northern Michigan Region

(Emmet, Cheboygan, Otsego, Alcona, Arenac, Mason, Oceana, Manistee, Kalkaska, Oscoda, Iosco, Wexford, Presque Isle, Montmorency, Charlevoix, Alpena, Antrim, Grand Traverse, Ogemaw, Lake, Osceola, Benzie, Crawford, Missaukee, Leelanau & Roscommon Counties)

1. 19th Circuit Court, Family Division - County of Manistee has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $31,064 for Drug Courts.

Summary:
The 19th Judicial Drug Court program will continue to target substance abusing youth in order to reduce recidivism and increase public safety. Program goals are to provide intensive supervision, drug/alchohol testing, intensive out-patient therapy with family involvement and an integration of county, school, and community agencies offering treatment to restore abstinence and sobriety.
2. 33rd Circuit Court - County of Charlevoix has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $25,000 for Juvenile Intervention Strategies.

Summary:
Continuation funding of an intensive out-patient sexual offender program for adolescents using the innovative concept of licensing foster homes to provide a safe environment for participants. Project P.A.S.T. provides treatment services and court supervision for eligible juveniles in an attempt to eliminate sexual offending criminal activity.
3. 28th Circuit Court - County of Wexford has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $148,333 for Local Correctional Resources.

Summary:
The TOPS (Transtioning Offenders Programs and Services) project will continue to provide a continuum of care of services including transitional housing, home intensive services, day-reporting and aftercare. The project follows the offenders through the duration of their probation. The focus of the project is to reduce the high recidivism rate among offenders.
4. H.U.N.T. - County of Alpena has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $165,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Huron Undercover Narcotics Team (H.U.N.T.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional narcotics task force providing services in Alcona, Alpena, Montmorency and Presque Isle Counties. The team conducts narcotics related investigations with the focal point on mid to upper-level narcotic traffickers, as well as street-level traffickers and associated criminal activity.
5. S.A.N.E. - County of Emmett has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $271,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
S.A.N.E. (Straits Area Narcotics Enforcement) is a multi-jurisdictional task force working in Luce, Mackinac, Chippewa, Emmet, Cheboygan, Charlevoix,and Otsego Counties. The team identifies trends of illegal drug use and sales, identifies traffickers and trafficking organizations, and develops criminal cases.
6. T.N.T. - County of Missaukee has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $285,500 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
This is a continuation project funding the Traverse Narcotics Team, which is a multi-jurisdictional narcotics task force. The unit operates in the counties of Antrim, Benzie, Grand Traverse, Kalkaska, Leelanau, Missaukee, Osceola and Wexford. The unit consists of two teams of officers concentating on undercover operations, surveillance and drug interdiction.

7. S.S.C.E.N.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $230,500 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
State, Sheriff and Chief's Enforcement of Narcotics Team (S.S.C.E.N.T.) covers the counties of Manistee, Lake, Oceana and Mason. This multijurisdictional task force team integrates state, county and local law enforcement resources with the intent to remove narcotics dealers and conspiracies in its area. It will also focus on eliminating drug availability, usage and the violence associated with narcotics trafficking.
8. S.T.I.N.G. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $228,459 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
This Strike Team Investigative Narcotics Group (S.T.I.N.G.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional task force. S.T.I.N.G. provides criminal investigative services for the counties of Crawford, Oscoda, Roscommon, Ogemaw, Iosco and Arenac. The team will continue to conduct undercover narcotics investigations and maintain partnerships with participating agencies.
