Obstetric Service Provider Priority Request
In response to Legislative concerns over reported shortages, northern obstetric service providers will be the program’s top priority during this year and will receive preference in the selection process.  This includes all obstetric service providers working at eligible practices sites in, or north of, Mason, Lake, Osceola, Clare, Gladwin, and Arenac counties.

Obstetrics is the branch of medicine that deals with the care of women during pregnancy and during and following childbirth. This includes OB/GYN physicians and certified nurse midwives (CNMWs), as well as family medicine physicians, nurse practitioners (NPs), and physician assistants (PAs) who provide obstetric services on a regular basis at both hospital and non-hospital-based clinics.  Clinicians who provide prenatal care, but do not perform deliveries, may also receive priority status.  

Employers may request obstetric service provider priority status for their providers’ MSLRP applications by checking ‘Obstetric Service Provider’ under the ‘Priority Provider Status Request’ section on their Practice Site Applications and submitting this Obstetric Provider Priority Request form with their application packages.
