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Guidelines for Submitting HIV Specimens to Michigan Department of Community Health, Bureau of Laboratories Regional Laboratories

The Michigan Department of Community Health provides a limited number of OraSure collection kits to qualified Adolescent Health Centers only.  OraSure kits are used for submitting specimens to be tested for the HIV virus. CAHCs with a certified HIV Counselor/Tester are asked to request test kits 1-2 times each year. It is the health center’s responsibility to order extra kits (if none are available from the CAHC Program) if needed. 
How to get test requisition forms:

· Requisitions are included in OraSure collection kits. 
· Additional requisitions for the OraSure test can be found online at the MDCH website. 

· Microbiology/Virology DCH 0583
Submitting a specimen:

· Specimen must be collected and shipped correctly according to the directions in the OraSure kit.  Lab regulations can be found in the Laboratory Services Guide at the MDCH website, www.michigan.gov/mdchlab.

· HIV tests are processed only at the Lansing lab site.
Anticipated time for receiving results is:

· Generally 7 days to receive results from the lab. (typically non-reactive 24 hours)
· Results are reported to sender only and not by telephone. Results can be sent via secure Fax. Before this is done your agency must request to become an Automatic Fax Transmission Agency (see attached form).
The process to order additional Orasure collection kits and/or mailing components from the MDCH lab is as follows:

1. Fill out a collection kit order form (Lansing lab/ attached) choosing Unit 4, OraSure. The collection kit order form is also located on the MDCH website at www.michigan.gov/mdchlab.

2. Each OraSure kit will contain all necessary materials for processing the submission including: directions, mailing label and address, and two test requisition forms.
3. For additional mailing components only see Nomenclature-Individual Components on the attached order form.
