Orphan Patient Records in MDSS Dedup Process
Under certain circumstances deduplication can result in the creation of an “Orphan” patient record.  These are Patient Records that are not associated with a Case Record, i.e. they have no associated incidence of disease.  If you encounter a patient record during deduplication, like the one displayed in Figure 1 below, do NOT select it to be merged to another patient record. Instead select one of the other patient records or the ‘No Merge’ option as appropriate.
