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GH Who Needs Two Doses of 2012-13 Seasonal Influenza VVaccine?

Points to consider for the 2012-2013 Influenza Season
e All persons aged 6 months and older will need at least 1 dose of 2012-13 flu vaccine

e Children aged 9 years and older only need 1 dose of flu vaccine, regardless of their previous flu
vaccination history

Children who will need 2 doses of 2012-13 influenza vaccine

o Any child (aged 6 months-8 years) receiving flu vaccine for the first time or whose flu
vaccine history is unknown (no documented doses)

o Any child (aged 6 months-8 years) who does not have documented history of receiving:
= At least 2 doses of any seasonal flu vaccine (TIV/LAIV)
e Doses could have been administered in the same or 2 different flu seasons
AND
= At least 1 dose of the seasonal flu vaccine was given since July 1, 2010 or
= At least 1 dose of monovalent 2009 H1N1vaccine was given

MCIR Pediatric 2-Dose Algorithm for Children 6 months through 8 years*
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'For providers assessing flu status without MCIR, a basic algorithm (CDC’s first approach) may be applied:

If the child has documentation of receiving at least 2 doses of seasonal flu vaccine since July 1, 2010, administer
1 dose of 2012-13 seasonal flu vaccine

'For providers assessing flu status using MCIR, the detailed algorithm above (CDC’s second approach) will be applied

Why is MCIR being programed to use the above algorithm instead of the basic option provided in the ACIP
2012-2013 Influenza Recommendations?

e Using MCIR is cost saving and minimizes unnecessary office visits.

e According to MCIR data, if the basic algorithm is used 135,606 children aged 6 months through 8 years
would unnecessarily receive a 2nd dose of influenza.
