HEALTHCARE PARTNERS
MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT
(Revised 8/2011)

Purpose:


To provide a mechanism that allows Long Term Care (LTC) and other interagency partners located in the 14 counties that comprise the Region to provide and receive support through Region 3 Healthcare Preparedness Network (Region 3) and its other partner agencies, including LTC and other healthcare agencies. 
This agreement between the undersigned agency and Region 3 establishes an intention to provide voluntary mutual aid and support to one another during disaster situations as they are able. 

Response:

During “disaster” conditions, whether natural or otherwise, healthcare agencies may need assistance from Region 3 HPN and its healthcare partners. In addition, the agency may be asked to provide assistance with the response as is possible given their situation at the time.  For the purpose of this agreement, a “disaster” is considered to be an emergency event that results in an incident which exceeds a healthcare agency’s capabilities or resources to manage its response effectively. During such an event a healthcare agency may be unable to meet their patient care obligations without additional resources from outside their own capabilities. 

Requests for support may be made to other associated healthcare facilities and their partnering agencies within Region 3 via the Medical Coordination Center (R3MCC) through pager (989) 222-9946. Depending upon the availability of the assets available, Region 3 will coordinate the request to the appropriate agencies within the Region, weighing the situation and other requests that have been presented. The R3MCC can also coordinate access to assets in the other Michigan Regions, the State and Federal agencies. 
Planning:

It is understood that it is in the best interests of participating Region 3 healthcare agencies to include each other in their disaster planning efforts. It is expected that participating agencies will share relevant information concerning emergency planning and their written plans with the Region 3 Medical Coordination Center. 

Participating healthcare agencies agree to adopt mutually developed disaster response operating guidelines and protocols where applicable. Region 3 will assist in this effort as requested.  

Signatories may terminate this agreement, without cause, by providing a minimum 30-day notice to Region 3. Region 3 will then be responsible for informing other Regional partners of the action. 
The Region 3 office will maintain the original signed copies of these agreements and will forward copies to all signatory healthcare agencies for their files.
