Things you need to do to use SF3 to Table software

1. Download Michigan Census 2000 data (all_Michigan.zip) from the Census Bureau (303MB) and save it somewhere where you can find it later

2. Download SF3toTable, v. 2.01 on your computer from this site:

3. Install SF3toTable. Program will be located at 


C:\Program Files\GIS Tools\SF3toTable

4. Create “SF3” folder within Program Files\GIS Tools


C:\Program Files\GIS Tools\SF3

5. Extract ZIP file from step 1 into “SF3” folder (You can delete the original zip file after you are done). It will yield many smaller ZIP files. You can leave those the way they are.

6. Open SF3toTable, click “Add Item” and browse to “SF3” folder. The program should recognize the migeo_uf3.zip file. Open that.

7. Consult SF3 documentation to determine field(s) you want for your table(s). You will complete the steps “Choose Tables,” “Choose Summary Level,” and “Set Output Directory and Format” to create your desired *.dbf table.

8. Pull your newly created *.dbf file into one of your AcrView projects and join it to a shape file that has the corresponding geography to what you selected for your table. You can then use symbology to display the field of interest.
