Introduction

The Michigan Family Planning STD Treatment Guidelines are meant to serve as templates that family planning agencies may voluntarily choose to use and/or adapt as desired.  The STD Treatment Guidelines were developed based on the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) STD Guidelines 2010.
The Michigan Family Planning Medical Director and the Medical Advisory Sub-committee have developed, reviewed and approved the Michigan Family Planning STD Treatment Guidelines.

As with all Michigan Family Planning Guidelines, the medical director should review the templates and adapt agency protocols accordingly to clinical services provided.  When dealing with STD Guidelines, agencies may differ on clinical management based on prevalence areas, existence of and involvement with an STD clinic, and management decisions during pregnancy.
