Sample Health Department Policy on Tobacco Dependence Treatment

RE: Clinical Support for a Tobacco Dependence Treatment Program





Purpose:  To reduce the overall incidence of tobacco use by providing tobacco dependence treatment to all clients for the [name of health department] who smoke, thereby, increasing quit attempts, promoting better health and decreasing the likelihood of tobacco-related illnesses or conditions.
Policy: All clients seen in the [name of clinic service in the HD] will be screened for tobacco use and dependency. Clients identified as current smokers will be advised to stop, assessed for readiness, referred if appropriate, offered resources, education and counseling on smoking dependence treatment.
Procedure: (Note: Each agency will customize the sample procedures listed below, based on feasibility and best outcome)
1. ______________(ex. Clinic clerk, nurse, etc.) is responsible for screening clients at each visit by asking if they use tobacco.
2. A sticker is placed in the medical record indicating whether or not the client uses tobacco.
3. Identification of a client who smokes will trigger:
a. Internal referral to a cessation specialist (or doctor or nurse) to advise the client, and assess readiness to quit.
b. If client is ready to quit, cessation specialist (or doctor or nurse) will assist in the referral to a Quitline or find appropriate local option.
c. Clinic clerk (or appropriate person) will arrange a follow- up visit to review progress toward quitting.
4. The designated healthcare provider will document all tobacco dependence treatment efforts in the patient record, including prescribed medications.
5. Client will continue to be screened for tobacco use at every visit
