2007-08 Carryover Funds
Once your Final Expenditure Report (FER) was certified in CMS, your school/ISD’s carryover amount was auto-populated into this year’s SDFS Application. 
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Reminder: Please take a moment to look at your 2008-09 application to ensure the carryover funds are properly incorporated into your spending plan as it is presented on the Budget Pages. You may need to process an amendment to incorporate the additional funds.  
Please note: If more than 25% of the 2007-08 allocation is carried over into 2008-09, you are required to complete the Carryover Budget Justification which will automatically appear in your 2008-09 application. 
2009-10 SDFS Application Planning
The ODCP encourages you to begin planning for the 2009-10 Safe & Drug Free School Application. 
The SDFS applications usually go online in the spring after the ODCP receives final information regarding funding levels. If you wish to discuss your upcoming application the grant advisors are available to assist by meeting with you or through a conference call.  
· Evaluation—Evaluation information, data, and an analysis is imperative and required for both reporting purposes and for consideration of future funding. This means prevention programs and one-year waiver programs will not be approved without the required data. 

· [image: image2.wmf]Needs Assessment—Please keep in mind that the Michigan Profile for Healthy Youth Survey (MiPHY) can be used for the Needs Assessment portion of the SDFS application. The ODCP will accept the MiPHY survey data alone, which means that no other data is required to be collected or reported. The MiPHY survey is a free online, anonymous student survey and reports in aggregate form for local districts. It is a biennial survey designed to assess risk behaviors and risk and protective factors in grades 7, 9, and 11.  MiPHY information can be accessed at www.michigan.gov/miphy and will be available in October 2009. Please consider this survey for your future needs.

2009 NEWLY REVISED FERPA REGULATIONS NOW AVAILABLE IN FEDERAL REGISTER 
Final regulations for the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) were published in the December 9, 2008, Federal Register. The U.S. Department of Education issued a press release announcing the publication. The press release as well as the complete Federal Register Notice can be accessed on the Department’s Web site.
