	FINANCE

	Participating Agency Budgets:

· Only CEPDs are eligible to have a budget as a participating agency.  This means that the agencies employing the CEPD administrators are the only agencies eligible to submit a participating agency budget in the regional application.
· A participating agency budget totaling less than $15,000 in federal funds will not be accepted.  This is to ensure that the funds are not being reallocated to ineligible recipients (those not generating the minimum allocation) and that the use of funds will benefit all members of the consortium (region).  

	Equipment and Supplies:
· Instructional Equipment:  Defined as tangible property that costs $5,000 or more (or a lesser amount if that is the district’s policy) and has a useful life of one year or longer.  CTE instructional equipment may be purchased under Program Improvement (function code 221 and object code 6400).  The Budget Detail for these items must be specific and descriptive enough to allow grant reviewers to identify and approve these purchases.
· Other Tangible Property:   Defined as other property that aids the CTE instructional programs that does not rise to the level of instructional equipment and is not capitalized but which is vulnerable to theft (laptops, desktop computers, printers, other technology hardware or software, etc.)   These items may be purchased under the applicable function code and object code 5000, supplies and materials.  The Budget Detail for these items must be specific and descriptive enough to allow grant reviewers to identify and approve these purchases.

· Removed references to Tech Prep 

	It is recommended that the fiscal agency CEPD administrator become the CTE Perkins Coordinator (formerly CI Coordinator) for the region.

	The Program Status Page, formerly in the Tech Prep application, is now included in the CTE Perkins application.  Programs of Study with related articulation agreements will be collected in MEGS+.  Tech Prep students will be identified in this manner as they continue to be a Special Populations category for Core Performance Indicator reporting.

· Expenditures are within 10% of the approved budget item

· Nonfederal (local) expenditures must be reported

· MEGS+ expenditure report matches the CMS Final Expenditure Report (FER) on both federal and local shares

· Funds were spent on all required activities
· At least one activity was completed for each CPI (2 for 3S1/4S1)

· Administration expenditures do not exceed 5% of total grant expenditures
· Complete the Report of Approved CTE Instruction Equipment Purchases, if needed

Failure to comply with all grant requirements may result in recovery of funds.
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
