The Early/Middle College Program will comply with all Michigan Department of Education requirements and requirements under any applicable rules, laws or public acts.
It is understood that the Dual Enrollment laws prohibit a high school student from taking more than 10 college courses unless there is a written agreement between the district and the postsecondary institution.
