By now you should have received your first and second shipments of Fall 2007 MI-Access materials. For more information about these shipments, please see the “Shipment 1 Information” and “Shipment 2 Information” documents posted at the MI-Access Web page, www.mi.gov/mi-access, and the MI-Access Information Center, www.mi-access.info.  

This third shipment includes materials for MI-Access Grades 5 and 8 Participation, Supported Independence, and Functional Independence Science Assessments. Please read the information below for additional details. 

This third shipment contains:

1. Standard-print MI-Access assessment booklets for Grades 5 and 8 Participation, Supported Independence, and Functional Independence Science Assessments. 

2. Participation and Supported Independence Science Picture Cards. There is one set of 8½ x 11 picture cards, which correspond to the Participation and Supported Independence form being administered, for each Primary Assessment Administrator. These cards will be used when administering designated Participation and Supported Independence assessment items. The picture cards are shrink-wrapped and packaged together under a white identifying sheet. The Participation picture cards have a blue cover sheet; the Supported Independence picture cards have a green cover sheet. 

3. Accommodated versions (audio cassettes, CDs, Braille, and enlarged print) of the MI-Access Functional Independence Science Assessments (there are no accommodated versions of assessments for MI-Access Participation and Supported Independence Assessments). Each accommodated version will be packaged as follows: 
Audio Cassette Version Packet: 

· Audio cassette (with the form number ending in 1)

· Companion standard print assessment booklet (with the same form number ending in 1)

Audio CD Version Packet: 
· Audio CD (with the form number ending in 1)

· Companion standard print assessment booklet (with the same form number ending in 1)

Braille Version Packet: 
· Braille student assessment booklet (with the form number ending in 1)

· Assessment Administrator Booklet for Braille showing how the standard print items and/or directions have been modified for Braille

Enlarged Print Version Packet: 

· Enlarged print assessment booklet (with the form number ending in 1)

· Companion standard print assessment booklet (with the same form number ending in 1)

The quantities of assessment materials included in this shipment are based on the counts that were submitted in the MI-Access Online System by August 7. An overage of approximately 10% is provided for some assessment materials to reduce the need to order additional materials. If you did not submit counts for a particular assessment or if your student count has increased, you may not have all the materials needed to administer the assessment. 
If additional materials are needed, such as for new students who need to be assessed but were not included in the district's estimates, then the additional student, teacher, and manual counts must be entered in the MI-Access Online System, which will reopen on September 28. Districts may submit counts for additional orders only through November 12. Please note that additional materials will be sent only via UPS Ground. IMPORTANT: Requests for sending materials via UPS Next Day or Second Day shipping will be granted only upon the contractor’s receipt of the district’s UPS account number or other payment method.
