Technical Assistance and Professional Development
Special Education Teachers, Service Providers, Coordinators, and Building
Principals within Huron ISD were provided background information regarding
Michigan's alternate assessment (MI-Access). Individuals were informed that it is
aligned to the Michigan alternate content standards in English Language Arts
(ELA), mathematics, science, and social studies. The alternate assessment is
designed to allow students with the most significant cognitive disabilities to
demonstrate their knowledge and skills. In 2017-2018, Michigan applied for and
received a waiver on the 1 % cap for the participation rate regarding students
taking the alternate assessment (MI-Access).

It was also shared with these individuals that an analysis of the 2017-2018 state
assessment data shows a reduction in the participation rate of the alternate
assessment in Michigan from 2.4% to 2.2%. The effects of the implementation of
this plan may be better reflected in the 2018-2019 testing data, as districts have
had one full year to apply the enhanced state guidelines for participation. Given
the participation rate on the alternate assessment is still over 1 %, Michigan
intends to apply for a renewal of the waiver provided for under ESSA. Michigan
intends to take further measures to provide guidance and assistance to districts in
making individualized and appropriate assessment decisions. Your local special
education coordinator will be receiving communication from Huron ISD in the near
future regarding the alternative assessment rate for your district.

Huron ISD provided each LEA Special Education Coordinator a document with the
alternative assessment rates and counts for their district. These contacts were
informed that LEAs whose participation exceeds 2% or whose data indicate issues
of disproportionality in state testing for students with disabilities, the MDE will work
with ISDs to provide increased support at this level, which will be determined on a
case by case basis. For LEAs whose participation rates fall within the highest 3% of
all participation rates in the state, or whose participation rate exceeds 2% and
whose data indicate issues of disproportionality in state testing for students with
disabilities, the MDE will work with ISDs to provide support at this level. LEA
Special Education Coordinators were encouraged to review the current assessment
selection guidance document on the use of the Mi-Access and determine if current
IEP team practice aligns with the assessment selection guidance. It was also
suggested that they may want to compare rates across grade levels and gather
data on the characteristics of students participating in the alternate assessment,
looking for trends.
