Alternative Pass Measure
Process for Districts to Follow

The procedure documented below will allow CTE students to use three alternatives if they do not pass the MTTC PRE:
1) ACT score equivalent
2) [bookmark: _GoBack]MME score equivalent
3) -1 SEM Adjustment    (date of MTTC administration)

Note:  If a student would like college credit, taking the PRE may be required.  It is important that the student checks with their selected Postsecondary institution to determine whether the PRE is a requirement to receive college credit and/or the college accepts the alternative pass measures.

Procedure to Follow
1) Students should examine their MME/ACT scores prior to their senior year to determine whether they may/may not qualify for the Alternative Pass measure.  If they think they qualify, students will notify their teacher early in the Fall of their senior year.
2) CEPD Administrator will connect with test taker to determine which alternative pass measure in which they may qualify.  
3) Student will request ACT score in sealed envelope.
4) Student will fill out MTTC-PRE Alternative Pass form and submit original to OPPS, along with ACT score if applicable, in a sealed envelope by May 30.
5) Mail a copy of the completed MTTC-PRE Alternative Pass form to OCTE by May 30.
6) Student will give permission to allow OPPS to obtain MME scores, via signature on the MTTC-PRE Alternative Pass form.
7) OPPS will verify student results.
8)  OPPS will provide OCTE with student results by June 30.
