Fiscal Year 2012 CACFP Application Renewal

Previously, application renewal was completed in the Child Nutrition Application Program (CNAP).  Beginning with fiscal year (FY) 2012, applications will be completed through Michigan Electronic Grant Systems Plus (MEGS+).  Please see the attached PowerPoint presentation to assist you when using MEGS+.

The MEGS+ application for the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) is scheduled to be available for independent child care centers and sponsors of child care centers on September 8, 2011, for FY 2012.  MEGS+ can be accessed through the MEIS homepage at: www.michigan.gov/meis.  

Independent center applications will be approved for a three-year period.  Each independent center is assigned a Group ID – “A”, “B”, or “C”.  For 

FY 2012, independent centers currently in “Approved and Certified” status that have a Group ID “A” or “B” will not be required to initiate and submit a FY 2012 application.  The FY 2011 application for these institutions will automatically roll over as “Approved and Certified” for FY 2012.

For FY 2012, independent centers with a Group ID “C” will be required to initiate and submit a FY 2012 application.  

In addition, the following institution types will be required to initiate and submit a FY 2012 MEGS+ application.  These institutions have a Group ID “D”.
· Sponsors of affiliated facilities;

· Sponsor of unaffiliated facilities;

· Emergency shelters;

· Afterschool programs in at-risk areas;

· Tribal institutions; and

· Military institutions.

In addition, sponsors of centers, affiliated and unaffiliated, will be required to complete a budget worksheet as part of their FY 2012 application.  A link to the budget worksheet can be found in the Attachment section below.  This budget worksheet and supporting documentation must be uploaded as an attachment in MEGS+ prior to submitting the application.
Schools participating in the CACFP that operate only afterschool snack and supper programs will have a Group ID of “E” for FY 2012.  These institutions will typically not be required to complete the budget worksheets and the full management plan.  Group ID “E” was not used in prior fiscal years.  Therefore, this designation will not appear until you initiate your FY 2012 application.  If you are unsure if you need to complete a FY 2012 application, please refer to the attachment below titled “Institutions Required to Complete a FY 2012 Application”.
If your agreement number is on the attached list, you are required to initiate and submit a FY 2012 application.  If you are an independent center and your agreement number is not on the attached list, your application will automatically roll over as Approved and Certified for FY 2012.   

For those institutions required to complete the FY 2012 application, the application must be submitted, complete and correct, by 

September 30, 2011.  If you have questions regarding this operational memorandum, call the CACFP office at (517) 373-7391.

Remember to update your application throughout FY 2012.  Per the permanent agreement with MDE, institutions must submit an amended application as changes occur.
