Previously, application renewal was completed in the Child Nutrition Application Program (CNAP).  Beginning with fiscal year (FY) 2012, applications will be completed through Michigan Electronic Grant Systems Plus (MEGS+).  Please see the attached PowerPoint presentation to assist you when using MEGS+.

The Michigan Electronic Grant System Plus (MEGS+) application for the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) is scheduled to be available for family day care home sponsors on August 29, 2011, for Fiscal Year (FY) 2012.  MEGS+ can be accessed through the MEIS homepage at: www.michigan.gov/meis.  

The following procedure will be followed for the FY 2012 application:

· Applications will be approved for a three year period;  

· Some sponsors will be required to submit an entire FY 2012 application in CNAP;

· Some sponsors will have their FY 2011 application automatically rolled over as approved and certified for FY 2012;

· Sponsors that have their application automatically rolled over will be required to upload the budget worksheets and supporting documents, and amend their budget with any necessary amendments to the management plan in support of the budget; and

· Sponsors that have their application automatically rolled over will be required to verify that all providers have adhered to training requirements.

Soon, MDE will send you an e-mail requesting you to:

· Complete the FY 2012 application; or

· Amend your approved and certified FY 2012 application.

Remember to update your application throughout FY 2012.  Per the permanent agreement with MDE, sponsors must submit an amended application as changes occur.
