Fiscal Year 2009 Provider Application Procedures
Each year the family day care home sponsor must submit to the Michigan Department of Education an application or renewal materials for each day care home along with timely information concerning the eligibility status of the day care home’s license or relative care enrollment.  Submission of the information is through the Child Nutrition Application Program (CNAP).  Use the following procedures to submit day care home applications for approval.

Step 1:  Review Provider File for Required Documents
The following items must be on file with the sponsor for each provider who will be participating in the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) during 
Fiscal Year (FY) 2009:

· Home Application approved by the sponsor;
· Provider/Sponsor Agreement signed by both the provider and sponsor;

· Verification of the provider’s day care registration/license or enrollment as a relative care provider;

· Documentation that the provider was trained by the sponsor prior to initial CACFP participation in accordance with 7CFR 226.16 (d); and 
· When applicable, documentation to support Tier 1 eligibility. 
Step 2:  Open the FDCH Sponsor Application in CNAP on or after 7/1/2008
The provider site data for each active site in FY 2008 will carry forward (roll over) to the provider site page in FY 2009.  This action (roll over) will occur when the sponsor initially opens the FY 2009 FDCH sponsor application in CNAP. The provider site status will change from active in FY 2008 to inactive for FY 2009. 
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Step 3:  Activate each provider site application for FY 2009
· Review the provider site data carried forward from FY 2008;
· When applicable, update items such as the license/registration expiration date, meal times, meal types, etc.;
· Check YES to the question, Is all the data for this site correct?, at the end of the site questions; and
· Submit the provider application by pressing the SUBMIT button at the bottom or top of the site page. 
Step 4:  Add new providers

Any provider who was not active in CNAP with the current sponsor for FY 2008 is considered a new provider.  Providers who change sponsors or change license numbers are considered new providers.

· Add the provider site data in CNAP; and

· Press SUBMIT.
Approval Dates 

· New Providers:  The approval date will be October 1, 2008 for all new FY 2009 applications submitted on or before October 1, 2008.  New FY 2009 applications submitted after October 1, 2008, are approved the date the application is submitted via CNAP.
· Renewing Providers:  The approval date will be October 1, 2008, for all renewal FY 2009 applications submitted on or before November 30, 2008.

FY 08 and 09 Approval for Providers Added in CNAP after the Rollover 

The provider site data from FY 2008 cannot carry forward (rollover) to FY 2009 because the data was not available at the time the sponsor initiated the FY 2009 sponsor application.  Therefore, the provider application data will need to be entered and submitted for both fiscal years.

· Add the provider site data in the FY 2008 application;

· Press SUBMIT (this is the approval date for FY 2008);

· Add the provider site data in the FY 2009 application; and

· Press SUBMIT.  

Throughout the Fiscal Year in CNAP
· Update all changes to the provider’s home application such as meal types, meal times, etc.;  

· Monitor the provider’s registration/licensing/enrollment status and update, if necessary; and
· Change the activity status to inactive when a license closes, or the provider no longer participates.
