· Fully participate in evaluation activities, including surveys, interviews, school visits by project staff or evaluators and share samples of teacher and student work.
COMMITMENTS:
· You and teachers collaborate with higher education institution in planning and implementing the proposed residency program,
· Recruit emerging teachers and support them in their participation in the program, and
· Recruit mentors and support them in their participation in the program.
