	Summary: -All teachers and related service providers working with students in grades K-12 will be required to view and provide evidence of reviewing the MDE online assessment selection training module. This training will include how to utilize the MDE interactive IEP decision tool.
-Provide additional training/discussion sessions (targeted by elementary, middle, high school) on alternate assessments for teachers and related service providers working with students in all grades to ensure even teachers who work with students in the early elementary years fully understand decisions about testing and how to select the appropriate assessment. 
- Provide training for all special education teachers on better understanding of alternate standards in all grades to help all teachers fully understand how to select appropriate alternate standards for instructional purposes when working with students on an alternate curriculum
-In work sessions with building level administrators, ensure they have an understanding of alternate assessments and ensure they have a copy of guidance documents.
-Work with IEP teams to ensure parents/families have an understanding of assessment options.  IEP teams should utilize IEP decision tool with families, when appropriate to ensure understanding of decisions made around assessment.
