Technical Assistance and Professional Development

1) Feedback shared by MDE during the 2017-2018 school year was provided to our
Special Education Coordinators/Directors in the late summer of 2018. This allowed
time to plan for the new school year, any pertinent training or supports each LEA
should consider. MDE identified particular LEAs to consider their feedback, but
MAISD's feedback was shared with all county leaders.

2) This was a topic at a monthly Parent Advisory Committee meeting (PAC).

3) LEAs/PSA was informed that this is a requirement under ESSA.

4) During a monthly Special Education Director's meeting, we had discussion
regarding the tools and resources provided by MDE and the importance of making
individualized decisions about assessments, and not based on the program a child
attends (e.g. MiCI classroom). We further discussed the need to look closely at
the students taking Functional Independence. A powerpoint was also provided as a
tool for taking the information back to local districts. Directors were asked to take
these resources and training back to their staff.

5) Technical assistance was provided to LEAs who requested additional support in
completing their justification form and calculating participation rates.

6) Alternative Assessments were a topic in our monthly special education
newsletter, which included MDE resources. This newsletter goes to all educators,
families, and community members in the county.

7) At all monthly leadership meetings (e.g. superintendents, principals, curriculum,
special education directors) this topic was reviewed and resources provided.

8) All special education staff were provided links to resources in our Monday
Morning Memo.

In reviewing our data, we have identified the need to provide more intensive
training at Central Montcalm Public Schools. They have had an increase in the
number of students taking an alternative assessment, with a high number of
students taking an alternative social studies assessment. With the exception of
MAISD, we did not see a significant decline in the number of students assessed
using an alternative assessment. We will offer face-to-face training with CM staff,
as their coordinator has not yet provided this.

As part of our monthly special education leadership meeting, we will ask
Greenville, Carson City, and MAISD program supervisors to share what they have
done to create a decline in alternative assessment participation.

Special education leadership will be provided guidance in digging deeper into those
assessed using the Functional Independence, focusing more deeply on student
scores, and using this information to have further dialogue with IEP teams.

Local districts will continue to be encouraged to use the decision making tools
during IEPs and educate parents regarding alternative assessments.
