· 1st place receives an iPad, a 3-week summer automotive design course at CCS, and 3 passes to Autorama in Detroit.

Senior

· 2nd place receives an iPad, a 3-week summer automotive design course at CCS, and 3 passes to Autorama in Detroit.

· 1st place receives an iPad, a 3-week summer automotive design course at CCS, 3 passes to Autorama in Detroit, and a $2,500 scholarship to CCS if accepted.

The 3-week summer course at CCS includes housing and meals.

Prizes do not include transportation to Autorama or to CCS.  Parents/students will be responsible for any transportation needs.
