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INFORMATION SHEET
WHAT IS THE SUMMER CAMP SPECIAL MILK PROGRAM (SCSM)?

The SCSM Program is part of the Special Milk Program that provides milk to eligible camps that do not participate in other federal child nutrition meal service programs.  The SCSM Program provides reimbursement to non-profit summer camps that offer milk to children aged 19 years or younger. 

WHO MAY SPONSOR THE SCSM?

Non-profit camps may apply for the program.  Each camp must have a tax exempt status for the Sponsor under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Code of 1986. 

WHAT IS THE FEDERAL REIMBURSEMENT FOR THE PROGRAM?

Non-profit camps receive reimbursement from the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)   for each half-pint of milk served.  The reimbursement rate for each half-pint of milk is $0.2025 for Fiscal Year 2013-2014.
WHAT TYPES OF MILK MAY BE SERVED?

Pasteurized fluid types of unflavored 1% low-fat milk, flavored fat free or skim milk, and cultured buttermilk that meet state and local standards may be served.  All milk should contain vitamins A and D at levels specified by the Food and Drug Administration.
HOW TO APPLY?
The application and claim process will be completed on-line through the following web-based applications on the Michigan Education Information System (MEIS):
MEGS+ (Michigan Electronic Grants System Plus)

MIND (Michigan Nutrition Data System)

· Summer Camp Special Milk Program Claim Form
Before a SCSM sponsor can utilize the on-line Megs+ for the SCSM Program, there are a few key requirements necessary of the SCSM sponsor.  These requirements are: 

1. E-mail address 
The State Agency will communicate electronically with you regarding the status of your application.

2. Access to a computer with the following:
· Working internet connection
· Web browser (Internet Explorer may be preferred)
· JavaScript and session cookies enabled for the web browser
· Adobe Acrobat 4.0+
3. MEIS Account
This account can be obtained by going to the following website:  http://michigan.gov/meis          and clicking on the MEIS logo on the top of screen.  
On the next screen, click on “Create a New MEIS Account” and follow instructions.
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4. A completed Child Nutrition Program Security Agreement.  

Once the MEIS account has been established for the designated authorized user, a Child Nutrition Programs Security Agreement must be completed and returned to the Office of School Support Services. This form identifies the authorized user who will have security rights to Megs+ and/or Summer Camp Special Milk Program-SM-4012-SC claim program.  Security rights are usually granted within 24 hours.
