SUBJECT:  22.i Technology Readiness Infrastructure Grant Request for Proposal 
 

 
The Michigan Legislature has provided another $45 million in Technology Readiness 
Infrastructure Grant (TRIG) funds in 2013-2014 to assist public school districts, 

public school academies (districts), and intermediate school districts (ISDs) develop 
or improve technology infrastructure in preparation for the planned implementation 

in 2014-2015 of online growth assessments.  In an effort to streamline the 
application process, the TRIG has been divided into three parts:  District 
Participation, Consortium Leadership, and Statewide Activities.   

 
The Michigan Department of Education (MDE) invites existing and potential 

Consortia leaders to apply to lead for the TRIG Statewide Activities.  The grant 
Request for Proposal (RFP) is available for viewing at 
http://www.techplan.org/technology-readiness/.
