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MRS is a public statewide vocational rehabilitation program
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MRS operates on both federal and state funding.  80% of our funding is federal and from the Department of Education. The other 20% comes from the State of Michigan
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We are over 500 State of Michigan employees serving 83 counties statewide

Of this 250 are qualified Masters Degreed Rehabilitation Counselors
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We work with individuals who have physical or mental barriers to employment
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MRS partners with individuals and employers to achieve quality employment outcomes and independence for individuals with disabilities.   
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Our Vision: to promote an inclusive workforce system and to provide opportunities for employment leading to independence.
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Our focus: aiding those whose disability becomes a barrier to employment or puts their job in jeopardy
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How do we do this?

By building strong relationship with employers, and forging partnerships with state agencies, educational institutions and public/private organizations in order to serve our customers.

Some examples are: Department of Human Services, Centers for Independent Living, Veterans Services, MichiganWorks!, Local schools, Community Colleges and Universities.
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What does it look like?

As vocational counselors we work as partners with our customers.  We explore employment options and determine how they meet the needs of the customer and the employer.  We lay out a plan with the customer so they may reach their employment goal.
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Planning: Counselors also work with community businesses through purchasing goods and services designed to meet the unique needs of each person we serve.

Training may be an option, so customers may attend local schools/institutions or attend or Michigan Career Technical Institute (MCTI) located in Barry County.  Within the past year we opened a second facility in Detroit.
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It’s all about success!  Our customers learn how to become an independent job seeker as well as an advocate in overcoming their barriers to employment
