GUIDE TO FUNDING SOURCES REFERENCED IN THIS CHART

Title 1V-E This funding source is established by title 1V-E of the Social Security Act to provide federal financial participation in the costs of foster care
maintenance payments for youth who would be eligible for the former ADC program if living in the parental or an acceptable relative home (See
DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 902-2 and 902-3).

County Child Care Fund (CCF) | State legislative appropriation to partially reimburse counties for the costs of foster care and other services provided for court wards (See DHS
Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 902-7).

State Ward Board & Care State legislative appropriation to provide payment of foster care costs for state wards who are not eligible for title IV-E or the placement is not title
1V-E eligible (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 902-8).

Medical Assistance The program established by title XIX of the Social Security Act to provide medical care and services to the medically indigent or categorically needy

(Medicaid) (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 902-11).

SSi Supplemental Security Income, Disabled Children's Program - a federal program to assure minimum level income for persons who are blind or

disabled, and whose income and resources are not sufficient (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 902-10). SSI is not a funding source,
but a THIRD PARTY benefit for foster care payments.

NON-COVERED PAYMENTS (DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 903-11)
Payment of special needs costs not covered by the Department of Human Services’ may be arranged through other community resources such as service clubs, courts, and other
public or private social service agencies or will be charged to the County Child Care Fund.

Youth In Transition (YIT) Services™ [YIT funds may be used to provide services that are not available from other funding sources or agencies for an eligible youth. This must
be documented in the updated service plan or permanent ward services plan. YIT funds may be used to provide the following goods and services after all other resources for the
same good or services have been exhausted. (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 950, pages 5 — 8.

CATEGORY Services Available

Education Tutoring, books, tuition, computers, senior dues, senior expenses, ACT/SAT testing, and GED testing and preparation

Vocational & Employment Career counseling, training, job placement, job retention, and life skills

Independent Living Training Cooking, laundry, budgeting, and accessing community resources

Housing First month's rent and security deposit (lifetime limit of $1000 for youths ages 18 — 21 who leave foster care) and start-up goods
(lifetime limit of $1000)

Medical & Health Needs Prenatal care, preventative health care, individual and group counseling (for Closed Case Services only)[*]; YIT can only
reimburse YOUTH for these expenses.

Transportation Available only for education and employment purposes, driver's training, and bus card*

Youth eligible for Closed Case Support are those young adults 18 up to age 21 who are no longer under DHS care and supervision (discharged), while still w/in the Youth In
Transition eligibility parameters. Closed Case Support is intended for those youth currently maintaining an independent household. A youth may self refer or be referred for Closed
Cases Support following discharge from a DHS supervised foster care placement.

*YIT funds must NOT be utilized for goods and services normally covered under the foster care rate or reimbursed by foster care. Reimbursable goods and services are those
goods and services NOT covered under the age appropriate rate for foster care (scheduled uniform rate), determination of care (DOC) supplements for foster care,
or “special needs items” covered by non-scheduled payments. (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 950). All YIT funding requests must include documentation that
other funding sources were researched and were not available. (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 950).

The age appropriate per diem payment covers all ongoing, routine, normally expected activities in raising a child, including transportation (i.e., bus cards)
expenses. (See DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 903-3). The age appropriate per diem payment is paid to the child placing agency for board and care, clothing,
allowance and any DOC shall be paid by the Child Placing Agency (CPA) to the foster families providing the family foster care. (DHS Children's Foster Care Manual - FOM 903-3).
