I. Call to order, introductions – Dr. Joneigh Khaldun 
The meeting was called to order at 10:30 am by Joneigh Khaldun, Chair. The roll was taken, and a quorum of voting members was present. 

II. Review and adopt previous meeting minutes – All

Annette Mercatante motioned to approve PHAC Meeting Minutes from February 2020, May 2020, June 2020, and July 2020. Eric Adelman seconded. The minutes were unanimously approved.
 
III. MDHHS COVID Updates
a. Budget – Farah Hanley
The state had their revenue estimating conference in May 2020 to review expenditures and revenues. There was a $3.2B gap in the FY20 and a $3.0B gap for FY21. There has been an agreement with the Legislature on parameters and negotiations are to begin later this afternoon. During a second revenue estimating conferences it was determined the revenue gap was significantly smaller due to greater than expected revenues. 

There is $371M in Coronavirus Relief Fund. Initiatives have been stood up across the department to respond to the pandemic.

b. Behavioral Health – Dr. Debra Pinals
The Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities Administration (BHDDA) is encouraging PHAC members to think of mental health and wellbeing of schoolteachers during the current pandemic. BHDDA is working closely the Michigan State Police on a dually funded FEMA/SAMHSA for disaster distress counseling services. Additional resources can be found at Michigan.gov/staywell 

c. Medicaid/Long-Term Care – Brian Barrie 
Brian Barrie reviewed recommendations from the Michigan Nursing Home COVID-19 Task Force Report. These recommendations reflect on Michigan’s on initial response to COVID and propose recommendations in the event of a potential surge. 

The Medical Services Administration is working with Michigan State University to develop a Infection Control Training Measures for direct care workers. MSA is doing additional outreach for nursing services transition services. 

d. Local Health Services – Orlando Todd
Laura de la Rambelje indicated the Local Health Departments continue to maintain normal activities throughout the pandemic. Local health departments have been doing a significant amount of testing, including pop up testing events for individuals who cannot access their primary care provider. The Health Departments are preparing for influenza vaccinations and the COVID vaccination when it becomes available. 

IV. Emerging Public Health Issues

MDHHS is closely watching Easter Equine Encephalitis (EEE). There are 19 animal cases. MDHHS is also watching West Nile human cases. 

There has also been additional attention paid to suicide attempts.

Cynthia Aaron reported there were buprenorphine strips hidden in prisons in various locations and being sold within correctional facilities. The analysis has not yet been completed but has been being used by inmates to produce a high. 

V. PHAC Updates – James Bell 
a. 2019/2020 PHAC Annual Report 
James Bell updated the PHAC on the combining the 2019 and 2020 to reflect the impacts of COVID and public health. Will also include all the content from the previous iteration.

b. PHAC Strategic Planning Next Steps 
James Bell reviewed the PHAC Strategic Next Steps document and the potential opportunities for PHAC members.

Captain Kevin Sweeney introduced himself to the PHAC Members as this was his first meeting.
