Unchanged Urban – Areas from the post-2000 FHWA approved ACUB
that remain urban.
New Urban – Areas that were previously rural in the post-2000
urban review.  
New Rural - Was Urban - Area that was urban after the post-2000 
ACUB and has reverted back to rural through the 
approved 2010 review process.
