Michigan International Speedway (MIS) 
Sunday, August 17 
 
Traffic restrictions: 
 
- I-69, Genesee County, will have one lane closed in each direction during the day, two lanes closed in each 
direction at night, from I-475 to M-15. 
 
- I-75, Genesee County, will have up to three lanes closed at night from Mile Markers 125 to 106 for paving. 
Northbound lanes remain open on Fridays. Southbound lanes remain open on Sundays.  
 
- I-94/I-69, St. Clair County, has one lane open in each direction between Range Road and Lapeer Road, with 
ramp closures. Michigan Road is closed over I-94/I-69. Lapeer Road has one lane closed under I-94/I-69. 
 
- I-94, Washtenaw County, will have the eastbound off ramp to I-94 Business Loop (BL) (Jackson Avenue) 
closed with a detour posted. 
 
- I-94 BL (Jackson Avenue), Washtenaw County, will have one lane open in each direction between the I-94 
ramps and Maple Road.  
 
- I-96, Ionia County, lane closures for pavement repair in place from 8 p.m. this Friday through 5 a.m. this 
Monday on eastbound I-96 from 1 mile west of M-50 to the Kent/Ionia county line and on westbound I-96 from 
the Kent/Ionia county line to Segwun Avenue. 
 
- I-96, Wayne County, is closed in each direction between US-24 (Telegraph Road) and Newburg Road/I-275 in 
Livonia. Also, I-96 express lanes/ramps are closed between M-39 and US-24. Schoolcraft Road has one lane 
open between I-275 to US-24. 
 
- US-127, Ingham County, will have intermittent shoulder closures in each direction between Mason and Leslie. 
Lane restrictions will be in place on local bridges over US-127.  
 
- US-127, Jackson County, will have one lane open in each direction between Parnell Road and Henry Road, 
with all traffic shifted to the north side of the freeway.
