Program Accomplishments 
Environmental Benefits

• More than 2.4 million electric and 1.6 
million natural gas customers have 
directly participated in DTE’s energy 
efficiency program offerings

• The electric savings are equivalent to the 
energy required to power all the homes in 
cities similar in size to Lansing or Ann 
Arbor, Michigan for over eleven years.

• The natural gas savings are equivalent to 
the energy required to heat the same 
number of homes in cities similar in size 
to Lansing or Ann Arbor, Michigan for 
almost two years.

• Over a 95% satisfaction rating from 
participating customers



Program Accomplishments 
Economic Development

• Through 2016, 258 Michigan-based jobs have 
been created by contractors through support of 
DTE’s energy efficiency programs.

• Throughout the state of Michigan, more 
than 2,400 small and medium sized contractors 
have actively participated with utilities in various 
energy efficiency programs.

• For every $1 spent on energy efficiency 
programs, DTE customers will save more than 
$5 in avoided energy costs.

• DTE’s investment in energy efficiency programs 
in 2016 will top $113 million. Customers 
participating in EO Programs in 2016 will save 
$583 million on their energy bills.
