Wolverine has the following comments with respect to the “MTEP09 Information Request” of Detroit Edison:
· Much of the information requested in the first section of the DE request is available as part of the justification provided to MISO by the Transmission Owners.  Wolverine feels it is most appropriate for the market participants to get information from MISO as opposed to directly from the TO for reasons of fairness, consistency, and confidentiality.
· Project justification and load level are part of the TO’s project justification to MISO

· Wolverine feels it is appropriate to indicate the limiting item on a general basis as part of the justification and the rating is a part of the load flow.  Wolverine does not feel it is appropriate for the TO to provide impedance sheets.

· Several of the items in the second section of the DE request are also available as part of the justification provided to MISO by the Transmission Owners.  The basic scope of work, expected project costs, and the projected in service date are already a part of the MTEP process.   Wolverine disagrees with the request to provide the higher level of detail (specific equipment and full schedule).
