REQUEST FOR EXCEPTION TO HOME OCCUPANCY RESTRICTIONS (24 CFR 92.356(f))
No owner, developer or sponsor of a project assisted with HOME funds (or officer, employee, agent, elected or appointed official or consultant of the owner, developer or sponsor) whether private, for-profit or non-profit (including a community housing development organization (CHDO) when acting as an owner, developer or sponsor) may occupy a HOME-assisted affordable housing unit in a project. This provision does not apply to an individual who receives HOME funds to acquire or rehabilitate his or her principal residence or to an employee or agent of the owner or developer of a rental housing project who occupies a housing unit as the project manager or maintenance worker.

Upon written request of a housing owner or developer, MSHDA may grant an exception to the provisions of 92.356(f) on a case-by-case basis when it determines that the exception will serve to further the purposes of the HOME program and the effective and efficient administration of the owner's or developer's HOME-assisted project.

2. The person has withdrawn from his or her functions or responsibilities, or the decision-making process with respect to the specific assisted housing in question?  Explain, giving date of withdrawal
3. The tenant protection requirements of §92.253 are being observed?       
4. The affirmative marketing requirements of §92.351 are being observed and followed?        and

5. Any other factor relevant to the Participating Jurisdiction's determination, including the timing of the requested exception.
