OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS

Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development—Detroit Field Office, Patrick V.
