COMPLIANCE OFFICER DESIGNATION 

FOR NONPROFIT GRANTEES
MSHDA functions as the Responsible Entity and Certifying Official for all its nonprofit grantees and will publish all notices and request a release of funds from HUD.  Nonprofit grantees are responsible for completing all compliance reviews (Statutory Checklist and Environmental Assessment Checklist) on programs/projects for which they are receiving federal funds through MSHDA.  
The highest executive officer (Executive Director/Board Chair) of the Nonprofit Grantee is to use this form to designate an agent responsible for environmental compliance.  The Compliance Officer may be an official of the agency or a contracted third party.  The original of this executed form must be included in the Grantee’s Environmental Review Record.
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
