B.   APPROVAL OF MARCH 2, 2009, MEETING MINUTES

C.  OLD BUSINESS
             1.    County Compliance Reviews
Jackson County 

The on-site visit to Jackson County was held on Friday, April 10, and was completed that day. Ms. Hovey will draft the report for the team to review; the report will then go to the Subcommittee for their review.  Mr. Piasecki noted that this was his first compliance review.  He was very impressed with the people that he worked with and that it was a good learning experience. 
Montmorency County 
At the last meeting, the members voted to perform a for cause review at this county.  Ms. Hovey confirmed that she has received the requested information and is tentatively looking at an on-site visit in July 2009.  
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     Alpena County 

                  The issue of fire paging came up at the prior meeting.  Since that time Ms. Miller-Brown has 
                  been discussing this with Chief Paul Trinka (Michigan Association of Fire Fighters), and Mr. Paul 
                  Hufnagel (Michigan Professional Firefighters Union) to ascertain if this is a common practice.  
                  The issue at hand is volunteer fire fighters in this county do not want to carry pagers thus forcing 
                  the dispatchers to make additional calls to fire fighters. Alpena County officials have requested 
                  our assistance in solving this problem. Following extensive discussion, Mr. Bawol made a 
                  MOTION that this be brought to the State 9-1-1 Committee and a letter be drafted indicating that 
                  this is not in the interest of public safety and this practice cease. Mr. Loeper supported. 

                  (Sheriff Gribler joined the meeting at 10:30 via conference call)


     The State 9-1-1 Committee cannot tell them to cease this practice, but we can recommend a 

                  new process.  Sheriff Gribler suggested that members visit Alpena County and meet with their 
                  Board of Commissioners. Mr. Martin thinks a letter would not be adequate – a face-to-face 
                  meeting would accomplish more.  Mr. Loeper withdrew his MOTION.
    Ms. Miller-Brown will draft a letter to Alpena County officials explaining the issue and requesting
                 time on their next meeting agenda.

                 Crawford County


Crawford County officials are to provide documentation by June 1, 2009, that the corrective  

actions recommended in the final report have taken place.  Ms. Hovey will contact Mr. Akers to 
remind him of this deadline. 
Rulemaking 
Ms. Miller-Brown stated there are no current updates at this time.  Mr. Piasecki noted that the MPSC sent out the MLTS draft rules. He stated that informal comments are due to the MPSC by June 5, an informal reply is due a couple of weeks later, then collaborative comments are due. The MLTS rulemaking will not directly impact providers but may cause business to incur additional costs to comply.

D. NEW BUSINESS
                 Monroe County

    On Thursday, May 21, Ms. Miller-Brown received a request from officials at Monroe County 

    requesting a for cause review.  Monroe County officials believe the county has receipted in 

state monies directly into their General Fund.  Mr. Bawol, Sheriff Gribler, and Ms. Miller-Brown            all feel as though this could be a bookkeeping and communication issue.  

    Sheriff Gribler made a MOTION that a letter be drafted and sent to Monroe County requesting a 

    date and time that members of this subcommittee will visit their center to discuss their 
    accounting practices. Mr. Piasecki supported.  The MOTION carries. 
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    New County for Compliance Review
     The members discussed whether another county should be chosen for a random review at

    this time. There is feeling among the members that perhaps there are many open   
    reviews/reports and that choosing another county at this point may be too much work

    for the State 9-1-1 Office. Ms. Miller-Brown reminded the members that Ms. Hovey’s  
    responsibility is compliance reviews.

     Following the discussion, Sheriff Gribler expressed a desire to have VanBuren County next for 

     for review. This would be considered a by request review. 

     Mr. Loeper made a recommendation that VanBuren County be the next county for a compliance

     review Mr. Martin agreed.  This recommendation will be taken to the State 9-1-1 Committee’s 

     June meeting.
