CALL TO ORDER

The GTSAC meeting was called to order by Chair Michael Prince at 9:00 a.m.  A quorum was present   

for today’s meeting.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS 
Mr. Prince welcomed everyone to today’s meeting.  He reported that Mr. VanPortfliet retired at the end of 2016 and welcomed Ms. Kim Avery who will serve as the MDOT representative on the GTSAC.        Also Chief David Molloy resigned from the Commission effective December 2016.  Replacing Chief Molloy is Chief James Carmody from the Wyoming, Michigan Police Department.  Ms. Avery and Chief Carmody gave short updates of their background experience. 
APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Ms. Jen Shea made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the December 6, 2016 GTSAC meeting, Sheriff Matt Saxton supported, the MOTION carries.    
STANDING REPORTS

Legislative Summary 

Sgt. Tim Fitzgerald gave a brief update of current activity at the Capitol on items related to the GTSAC. 

A hearing is scheduled for this morning on the elimination of the sunset portion of the BAC.08 law.  On October 18, this is scheduled to return to BAC of .10.  Federal transportation funding penalties are implemented  if there is no agreement to eliminate the sunset of this law.  The national trend is to go lower, (.05), but there is some support for the law to return back to .10.

HB 4215.  This would eliminate a portion of the uniform traffic code.  MSP does not have a position on this bill.

HB 4466.  This would make bold changes to the texting law.  It would prohibit a hand-held device to be used in a vehicle at all times.  Emails, Social Media, texts, etc. could no longer be read at stop signs, traffic lights, etc.  It would allow the device to be part of the automotive system or docked on-board.   Should this pass and become law, it would add significant points for 2nd violation and any following violations.  
Commissioner Reports
Michigan Department of Transportation –Kim Avery
Research

The Pedestrian In-Street Sign Gateway Treatment Research project has wrapped up.  In this research MDOT looked at using these signs in a gateway configuration (signs on the lane lines, centerlines, medians, etc.) to determine driver yielding compliance.  Signs are a low-cost alternative to devices such as the Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacon or the Pedestrian Hybrid Beacon or Hawk Signal.  The study data showed compliance rates increase from 0-10% up to 60-100%.  Data also showed that speeds were reduced at these locations, even when pedestrians were not present. These results were sustained over time.  A user guide was produced and should be available soon with this conclusions/application guidance.

Road Safety Audits

MDOT passed Road Safety Audits (RSA) guidance that requires RSAs to be conducted on many different project types – not just safety funded projects.  Under this new guidance, it is estimated that around 50 RSAs per year may be done on Michigan roadways.  An RSA is a formal safety performance evaluation of an existing or future road or bridge by an independent multi-disciplinary team.  This change in policy will be part of the TZD effort to reduce fatalities and serious injuries.  

TZD

For 2017, MDOT has revised its fatal message strategy to display the number to date with a comparison to the previous year once a month on the third Wednesday.  The only exception is December (2nd Tuesday).  This is being done to allow MDOT to get a better understanding of the impact of such messages on the motoring public.  Currently research sponsored by AASTHO is being done on this topic.  MDOT will continue to provide a weekly message on Gov. Delivery.  To date there are 1,603 subscribers.

Local Road Safety Plans

There are now 7 plans completed.  Regions 1, 4 were completed in 2015), plans 5 & 6 were completed in 2016, and the Upper Peninsula plan (regions 11, 12, and 13) were completed in 2017.Of the remaining 7 plans, all have had at least one meeting.  The draft plans for regions 7 and 14 have been completed and will be presented to the stakeholders.  Region 7 is scheduled to present on June 12th, and region 14 is scheduled to present at the Traffic Safety Network meeting on June 13th. The draft plans for regions 2, 3, 8, and 10 are currently being produced by the consultant.  The plan for region 10 is expected to be completed on June 2, and will then be reviewed before finalization.  Region 3 will be holding a meeting to discuss their draft plan after it is completed, expected to take place in late June. The plan for region 9 is currently assembling comments and working towards constructing a draft plan. The Upper Peninsula plan (regions 11, 12, and 13) has been finalized, and held its first implementation meeting on March 8, 2017.  A second meeting was scheduled for May, but is currently being rescheduled.  They are also piloting the implementation of the plan in Region 6 – Tri County.  The first implementation meeting for region 6 has not been scheduled yet.  The consultant for these regions will work with the champions and counties of the regions on systemic type countermeasure installations.  In the development of these plans there have been over 40 meetings held in 22 cities, with at least 46 counties represented, either by Engineers, Enforcement, Education or EMS, and at least 5 tribes have been represented also.  A more detailed report is being put together for presentation at a future GTSAC meeting. 

Safety Summit

MDOT Safety Programs provided a total of 21 scholarships to the Local Agencies of Michigan for the 2017 Traffic Safety Summit. For the first time, scholarships are being to the members of the Traffic Incident Management (TIM) community.  Four of the 21 scholarships were provided to TIM attendees.
Michigan Department of Health and Human Services – Linda Scarpetta 
The Heatstroke Prevention Awareness Campaign continues in collaboration with their partners, including the Department of State, OHSP, MSP and the Safe Kids Coalitions.  A message is being aired on monitors in the Secretary of State Branch offices throughout the state, and also in the lobby of the Grand Tower Building downtown.  Heatstroke Prevention Awareness Day was May 26th and a Governor’s Proclamation and a press release were issued.  As of June, there have been 9 vehicle-related heat stroke deaths in the country so far this year (none in Michigan).

The Safe Kids Coalitions are busy with new Child Passenger Safety classes, car seat events, bike rodeos and helmet fittings/give-aways.  The “Lids for Kids” Program, sponsored by the Sinas Dramis Law Firm and the Brain Injury Association of Michigan, is being offered in a number of communities in collaboration with Safe Kids Coalitions across the state, including Grand Rapids, Traverse City, and Lansing.  Over 8,000 bike helmets have been distributed since the program started in 2008.  Community partners in each area are growing, and they are looking to expand it to other areas of the state. 

Coalitions are hosting bike rodeos and helmet fitting events in the following areas:  Lansing (targeting refugee populations), Hillsdale (targeting Spanish-speaking families and Head Start enrollees), Traverse City, Kalamazoo, and Grand Rapids.

More car fitting events will start to ramp up later in the summer as it gets closer to September, which has “Child Passenger Safety Week” scheduled for September 17-23, 2017.

Michigan Department of State Police – F/Lt. Jim Flegel

F/Lieutenant Flegel reported on the following activity in the Michigan State Police:

Training Academy: 

•
133rd Trooper Recruit School started on Sunday, June 4, 2017 with 161 trooper recruits
Traffic Safety Initiatives: 

•
Memorial Day Operation C.A.R.E.  (Crash Awareness and Reduction Efforts)

o
Unfortunately, over the Memorial Day weekend, Michigan saw an increase in fatal crashes compared to last year.  8 people lost their lives over the weekend in 8 separate crashes.  Last year, 6 people lost their lives in 5 crashes. 

o
Operation C.A.R.E. has four more traffic safety initiatives scheduled this year: July 4th, Labor Day weekend, Thanksgiving holiday period, and Lifesaver weekend (weekend prior to Christmas)
The 6-State Trooper Project: 

o
This initiative ran from Monday, May 22- Sunday, May-28th.  This included the Indiana State Police, Kentucky State Police, Michigan State Police, Ohio State Highway patrol Pennsylvanian State Police, and the West Virginia State Police. 

o
There are still traffic safety initiatives to complete in the months of July, September, October, and December. 
Click-it-or-Ticket:
o
MSP, along with many other law enforcement agencies in Michigan, participated in the Click-it or Ticket campaign from May 22—June 4.  

MSP Strategic Plan: 

o
As part of their on-going departmental Strategic Plan to combat fatal traffic crashes, each post has developed specific traffic safety initiatives per county, utilizing 2016 data.  The plans are going to be tracked quarterly by State Services Bureau and Field Services Bureau. 
o
Some of the traffic safety initiatives include focusing on distracted driving, impaired driving, occupant restraints, and speeding. 

Speed Limit Increase: 

•
In January 2017, the speed limit package was signed into law.  

•
Public Acts 445, 446, and 447 require both MDOT and MSP to increase the speed limits on 900 miles of trunk line roadways to 65 mph and 600 miles of limited access freeways in Michigan to 75 mph.  These speed limit increases need to be supported by speed, engineering and safety studies. 

•
The speed limit increases must be completed within one year. 

•
There are already several freeway corridors North of Lansing that have already been changed. 

•
With the increase in fatalities in Michigan over the last two years, MSP and MDOT will be monitoring the corridors with the speed limit increase very closely.

Michigan Department of State - Carol Reagan
Motorcycle

In support of May is Motorcycle Safety Awareness Month, Secretary of State Ruth Johnson hosted two public events to promote motorcycle training, protective equipment, and proper CY endorsement.  The events were held at ABC Harley-Davidson in Waterford Township on May 2, and Vehicle City Harley-Davidson in Flint on May 9.The newly revised Michigan Motorcycle Operator Manual is available to order from the Michigan Department of State warehouse.  

The Department of State and Office of Highway Safety Planning continue to partner on the Shadow Rider program. This spring, 38,000 post cards were mailed to registered motorcycle owners who do not have a motorcycle endorsement on their license.  This is 12,000 fewer cards than were mailed in 2013.  The latest post-card features an image of a cruiser type motorcycle being towed along with facts about the new law (2016 PA 318) that increased penalties for riding unendorsed.  The card also mentions the availability of motorcycle training courses at Michigan.gov/motorcycling. A second mailing is being prepared for this Summer.

The Traffic Records Coordinating Committee approved a federal grant through OHSP to purchase a “Management System” for the Michigan Rider Education Program.  A number of other states are using the same system.  It provides administrative and instructor tools for training programs, and a system for maintaining statewide accountability and control of rider training data.  In addition, 11 new training motorcycles are being provided through grant funding as well as high visibility shirts for all Rider Coaches so that they continue to promote high visibility gear to students.  A motorcycle training sponsor meeting is scheduled for August 8 at Delta College.

Recently, the Motorcycle Safety Foundation’s updated Basic Rider Course 2 (BRC2u) was added to the courses (Basic Rider Course BRCu and Returning Rider Basic Rider Course RRBRCu) that allow a waiver of the knowledge test at a SOS branch office for obtaining a CY endorsement.  This course is intended for the “shadow riders” who have experience riding, but need to get their endorsement.

Safe Drivers Smart Options Update

As a reminder, Safe Drivers Smart Options is a statewide strategy to connect aging drivers, their family and caregivers, and professionals who serve them with effective resources.  The hub is Michigan.gov/agingdriver.  In December, the Operating Committee began meeting monthly.  The Committee has finalized its rules and standard operating procedures and prioritized the 30 plus recommendations delivered by the University of Michigan Transportation Research Institute in their final project report on the strategy.  An action plan is presently being developed.

Gary Bubar, with AAA Michigan, is chairing the SDSO Communications Subcommittee that is developing a communication plan.

CarFit
CarFit events where trained technicians assist older adults to “fit” their vehicles properly, are being scheduled for the 2017 season.  Currently, there are 3 Michigan events scheduled between now and July 24.  The Department of State is supporting them via Secretary of State Offices via the Motor Vehicle Network (MVN) and printed flyers.

Staff Changes

Fred Woodhams, who has worked in the Department of State’s Office of Communications since 2006, was been appointed as the Interim Director of Communications (effective January 15).  Fred replaces Gisgie Gendreau, who accepted a position as the President of the Michigan Municipal League Foundation. Eric Kabdebo, who reported to the Traffic Safety Section and participated on a number of action teams, has been promoted to the manager of the Traffic Safety Support Unit.  His former position will be posted soon.  TC Gendreau, was hired as a student assistant in the Traffic Safety Section, and he is working near full-time for the summer.

Rebuilt Salvage Vehicles

Effective March 22, Public Act 369 of 2016 amended Section 217c of the Michigan Vehicle Code to require damaged vehicles deemed salvage must be inspected by a licensed mechanic before being allowed back on the road.  Previously, only an inspection by a trained law-enforcement officer was required to verify that the vehicle was not repaired using stolen auto parts.  The new law adds a certification by a licensed mechanic to ensure the repair work was done adequately and the vehicle is safe to drive.

SB 374

SB 374 requires the Department of State to abandon the embossed license plate manufacturing method and begin using digitally printed flat plates.  The Department of State is opposed, and MSP has opposed it previously because of legibility issues.  For traffic safety reasons, this is an inferior product because of the legibility issues.  Plus, this method is easier to make fraudulent plates.  Two of the 24 states that switched to the digital method have changed back.
Aging and Adults Services Agency – Tari Muniz
May was Older Americans month.  Over 600 copies of the Michigan’s Guide for Aging Drivers and their families was distributed again at their event.  AASA also continues to serve on the Senior Mobility workgroup, and the Operations and Communications workgroup for the Safe Driver Smart Options projects.  AASA represents a network of 16 Area Agencies on Aging and more than 2,300 service providers.

Governor’s Office – Jennifer Shea 
She thanked the OHSP staff for their hard work in a very successful Traffic Safety Summit. She really enjoyed the summit and learned a lot from the high quality workshops and speakers. 

The recertification rate for the state’s child passenger safety technicians continues to be above the national average at 61.5%.  The instructor team has been talking about how to better mentor technicians and help them through the recertification process.  They also receive great support in putting on Child passenger safety CEU and recertification courses from OHSP.

In April, they had another Operation Homefront baby shower for expecting or recently delivered military wifes/service members.  They were able to provide 21 new convertible seats to the very grateful women and teach them all how to use their seats properly.

Local Representative – Larry Hummel 
He recently attended the Transportation Research Center for Livable Communities Summer
conference at Western Michigan University last week.  The presentation focused on sustainable transportation systems to improve quality of life.  Researchers provided attendees with current research and practical applications for improving pedestrian and bicyclist safety.

He also attended a “Traffic Safety for Local Officials:  Increasing Road Safety – Signs, Signals and other Devices” sponsored by the MDOT and presented by the MI LTAP and CTT 
(Center for Technology and Training).  This training was the last of several for the spring and can be available for any community to host.  The presentation provides the basics of when, where and why signs, signals and other devices are used and the correct way to deal with the public as an elected official.

He is participating with members of the National Association of County Engineers (NACE) Roadway Safety Committee to develop LRSP templates for rural, suburban and urban agencies that can be utilized nationwide.  They are collaborating with several DOT’s as well as multiple traffic engineering consultants to collect LRSP’s as well as RFP’s for said plans and hope to have the project out by this fall.

He is working on scheduling the next SW/SC TSN meeting.  It will be the summer legislative meeting.  The invitation will be coming soon once they establish a venue.
The Van Buren CRC is beginning work on the “fine tuning” of the SW Region LRSP starting with the Van Buren portion.  They are working with Dale Lighthizer and the Michigan LTAP center to provide greater level of analysis for use in determining the priority locations around the county.

Local Representative – Sheriff Matt Saxton
Sheriff Saxton discussed some changes with the STOPPED program.  The sticker which is placed on the windshield will be larger and placed on the rear window.  There is a secure sign in on the website for parents to enroll.  Should a teen get stopped, the parents will receive a message within 48 hours of the incident.  He also discussed that county sheriff departments are gearing up as this time of year is the most dangerous for new teen drivers.  Some will have extra patrols on duty. 

Local Representative – Chief James Carmody
Chief Carmody discussed the training in Traffic Safety that is conducted in Louisiana.  He discussed a program where Sheriffs go into local schools and educate the students on what is expected of them.  MSU offers a program where they speak to the students from other countries of what to expect should they be stopped by law enforcement.

Chair’s report / Office of Highway Safety Planning - Michael Prince 
2017 Traffic Fatalities/Injuries:  As of May 30, 2017, 381 people have died on Michigan roadways.  

In addition, 1,959 have been seriously injured statewide.  Compared to last year at this time, there are 33 more fatalities and 475 more serious injuries. 

Position Vacancies:  Ms. Emily Shinevar has filled the Vulnerable Roadway User Program position at OHSP.  This position will coordinate pedestrian, bicycle, and motorcycle safety programming with a budget of $1 million.  Emily comes to us from the Michigan Department of State where she has spent the last several years working on the motorcycle training and driver education programming.  She has worked with OHSP on a number of program assessments and will be a great asset to the office.   

The Program Management Section manager, Mr. Jason Hamblen, left OHSP to accept a position at MDHHS effective February 13.  Alicia Sledge has been reassigned as manager of the Program Management Section.  Anne Readett has been reassigned as manager of the Planning and Administration Section.  There are currently three vacancies in the Communications Section including the Communications Section manager, and two communications representatives.  

Michigan Traffic Safety Summit:  The Michigan Traffic Safety Summit took place March 21-23, 2017 at the Kellogg Center in East Lansing.  Approximately 700 people attended the event.  For the first time, OHSP utilized a conference “app” for cell phones and tablets to enhance the Summit conference experience.  The app allowed attendees to select their preferred sessions, take notes, access speaker bios and information, connect with other attendees, receive social media messages about the conference, locate exhibitors, and much more. 

Michigan Traffic Safety History:  OHSP worked with Brogan and Partners on a historical overview of traffic safety in Michigan.  The concept is based on a special issue of Michigan History Magazine published in 1990 on the occasion of the fiftieth anniversary of the Michigan State Safety Commission.  The publication was released during the GTSAC Awards Luncheon during the Traffic Safety Summit.  

MDHHS EMS Assessment:  OHSP funded a state EMS program assessment which took place March 27-30, 2017.  This is the third such assessment funded by OHSP since 1991.  A team of national experts conducted interviews with the state’s EMS community and produced a final report of recommendations identifying areas for improvement.

Strive for a Safer Drive:  The S4SD Program achieved the goal of enrolling fifty Michigan high schools into the peer-led teen traffic safety program for 2017.  Each high school received $1,000 from Ford Driving Skills for Life to conduct their campaign focusing on a traffic safety topic of their choice.  The top five schools received cash prizes from Ford and all schools were invited to send a contingent to take part in a Ford Driving Skills for Life Ride and Drive at the Ford Proving Grounds in Dearborn in May.  

Secondary Road Patrol Training Conference:  OHSP hosted a training conference for 100 Secondary Road Patrol deputies on May 15-18 at Shanty Creek.  OHSP has not conducted a statewide conference for SRP deputies since 1999 due to lack of funding in our SRP budget.  The training sessions included promoting traffic safety through enforcement, CMV enforcement, legal update, drugged driving, medical marihuana, distracted driving, Below 100 and Beyond the Traffic Stop. 

National Association of Women Highway Safety Leaders (NAWHSL) Recognition:  On behalf of NAWHSL, state representative Alicia Sledge from OHSP will be making presentations to several law enforcement agencies for contributions to highway traffic safety.  Agencies being recognized include Kent County Sheriff’s Office, Michigan State Police, Grosse Isle Police Department, and the Auburn Hills Police Department.

Traffic Enforcement Campaigns:  The 2017 Click It or Ticket seat belt campaign recently ended on June 4.  Statewide seat belt surveys will be available around the first week of July.  Monday, June 6 has been proclaimed by Governor Snyder as Secure Your Load Day in Michigan to raise awareness of crashes, injuries, and fatalities caused by unsecured loads and roadway debris.  Sustained traffic enforcement funded through grants from OHSP will continue throughout the summer, culminating with the Labor Day Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over National Drunk Driving crackdown August 18-September 4.  OHSP is producing a series of elective enforcement materials for speed, distracted driving, red light running and unsecured loads.  These will be distributed to LE agencies taking part in grant-funded traffic enforcement.  

Drugged Driving Awareness Campaign:  OHSP is working with our new contractor Brogan and Partners to research the development of a drugged driving campaign message for prescription drugs and opiates as well as medical marijuana.  States that have legalized marijuana have strongly recommended efforts to educate the public in the effects of drugs on driving in advance of marijuana legalization.

Action team Updates – Carissa McQuiston
The 11 action teams have been meeting this year.  The Chairs met and brain stormed ways to keep the groups engaged and innovative. Some are doing field trips – Senior mobility met at Kettering University in Flint.  Motorcycle team participated in the Secretary of State Press Ride-in on May 9th in Flint.  The TIM action team rotates meeting locations around the state – Bay, Kalamazoo this month and Traverse City in October.  The Ped/Bike action team and the traffic safety engineering action team will have a joint meeting in July.

PRESENTATIONS 
CDC Prescription Drug Overdose Grant – Ms. Anne Esdale/Ms. Amber Daniels, MDHHS
Ms. Esdale and Ms. Daniels each discussed the different aspects of Prescription Drug Overdose including the causes, treatment, behaviors, national perspectives and the epidemic that is hitting Michigan like so many other states and communities around the United States. 
The Prescription Drug Overdose Prevention Initiative is designed to address the increasing problems of opioid and heroin misuse, abuse and overdose in the state of Michigan.  They will do this by building partnerships with key stakeholders such as Catholic Human Services, Macomb and Marquette County Health Departments and others.  They will also facilitate training and education.  

Motor Vehicle Network – “did you know” messages – Mr. Bobby Gwiztz, MDOS

Mr. Gwiztz showed the current video message presented in the Michigan Department of State (MDOS) Branch Offices.  The MDOS began using these videos in their branches in January 2016 and will be rotated periodically.  The messages are information based on the State Highway Strategic Plan.  These will continue in 2017. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Gary Bubar – AAA Michigan.  He discussed a new program which AAA is sponsoring beginning in July – Tow to Go.  Should someone have too much alcohol to drink, AAA will take the car and citizen home safely.  They are also pushing the Move Over Michigan law in Michigan so citizens are aware and abide by this law. 

Pat Muinch – FMCSA.  There is a push toward electronic on-board computers for CMV driver.  This would record their daily log.  This would replace the paper log book.

Sgt. Scott Carlson – MSP.  He discussed two additional police academies in the area and how MSP participates in these police academies to do training on the updated UD-10 form and process.  He also discussed the Clip Project 2.0.  

Dean Kanitz – MDOT.  He is looking at behavior regarding speed limits and how people interact.  They are looking to partner with other Action Teams. 

Mark Bott – They will be updating the TZD cards with the 2016 trends and information to access the TZD website. They post their crash data on Gov Delivery on a regular basis.  
Dr. Dan Lee – He liked the idea of police going into schools to education the students on what to expect with police should they be stopped.
