July 1, 2012 – State 9-1-1 Surcharge Information

State 9-1-1 Charge (statewide)

A monthly statewide State 9-1-1 charge of 19 cents ($0.19) will be billed and collected from all service users (MCL 484.1401a [1] – [7] and MCL 484.1408 [1] – [3]).  If a service user has multiple access points or access lines, the first 10 access points or lines are charged the 19 cent rate ($0.19) and each additional line is charged 1/10th of the 19 cent rate ($.019).  The charge is to be listed separately on each bill and be listed as the “state 9-1-1 charge.”  The State 9-1-1 charges collected are to be remitted quarterly (along with Treasury Form 4652) to the Michigan Department of Treasury. A monthly statewide (prepaid) Emergency 9-1-1 charge of 95 cents ($0.95) will be collected from prepaid services.  The charge is determined by adding the statewide weighted average county 9-1-1 charge of 76 cents ($0.76) and the statewide State 9-1-1 charge of 19 cents ($0.19) (#1 above).  (MCL 484.1401c[1] – [6]).  This charge is to be remitted to the Michigan Department of Treasury.
