To foster safer school environments, the legislature, with my support, passed the School Safety Act (PA 183 of 2013) that authorized the OK2SAY program. Established to break the code of silence in schools, it empowers students, parents, school personnel and others to share and respond to student safety threats. 
Anyone can confidentially submit tips 24/7 using the OK2SAY app, online (www.ok2say.com), texting 652729 (OK2SAY), email (ok2say@mi.gov), or by calling 8-555-OK2SAY. In just two years, OK2SAY has received nearly 5,000 tips and almost 250,000 students attended OK2SAY presentations explaining the program in greater detail.
Students are getting the support they need and lives are being saved. OK2SAY is making a difference for Michigan's greatest resource—our children.
